Public Works agenda was heard, as submitted by Ana Alvarez, Team Metro Coordinator. 
 
THE MINUTES OF DECEMBER 18TH, 2002 WERE REVIEWED AND APPROVED AS 
SUBMITTED.  Mr. Thompson made the motion to approve and was seconded Mr. Goldstein.

The formal hearing opened and the Court Reporter Joe Vargas, Official Reporting Service, Inc., 
swore in the individuals who wished to testify.  Mr. Vargas then proceeded to take a verbatim 
transcript of the hearing. 
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FORMAL HEARING (cont.) 
 
Mr. Rene Sardina, Qualifying Agent of Exotic Pools & Spas, Inc., was not yet present and Mr. 
Jeffrey Ehrlich, Assistant County Attorney plead “Not Guilty” to all charges. Mr. Berman then 
read all the counts for those present.  Mr. Daniel Vuelta, who presented this case, called on Mr. 
Jose Lezcano, Code Compliance Investigator, who gave personal testimony of the charges.  Mr. 
Lezcano went on to explain the current situation of each work site and provided an explanation 
for the information that was included in the evidence package.  
 
Mr. Richards arrived late, was sworn in and was then given an opportunity to ask those who had 
testified questions, and then was provided time to present his defense to the charges.  
 
After further discussion on the issue, and after all testimony was heard and exhibits entered into 
record the hearing closed for deliberation by the Board.   
 
The Board then moved unanimously as to COUNTS I, II, III, & IV, that the Respondents be 
found GUILTY.   
 
The penalty for the finding of guilt was determined as follows: 
 
It was ordered that the Respondents make restitution in the amount of $1,958.00 to (Counts I & 
II) Ms. Donald Anderson of 12450 NW 21 Place, Miami, Florida, as well as, restitution in the 
amount of $1,200.00 to (Counts III & IV) Mr. Donald Spalding of 19712 NE 12 Place, Miami, 
Florida.  In addition, it was ordered that the Respondents pay administrative costs in the amount 
of $1,394.00 to the Miami-Dade County Building Code Compliance Office.  Furthermore, the 
Board ordered that the Respondents’ personal and business certificates to be suspended, 
immediately following the hearing and that his permitting privileges remain suspended until 
complete compliance with the Board Order has been made.   
 
 
INFORMAL HEARING  
 
1. C & C All Purpose Aluminum, Inc. and/or Carlos Figueroa, Qualifying Agent, were 

requested to appear before the Board to discuss a pending enforcement case that is to be 
presented by Code Compliance Investigator Kevin Carrier of the Building Code 
Compliance Office.  Mr. Figueroa was present and provided an explanation on the issue. 
The members moved to dismiss the issue, stating that it seemed to be an issue of a civil 
matter, and thus that no follow up action would be needed from this Board.   
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NON-AGENDA BOARD DISCUSSION 
 
Mr. Daniel Vuelta, Code Compliance Investigator took the opportunity to refer to the Board’s 
current policy concerning the use of misleading company names and the current criteria by 
which applicants are denied. Mr. Vuelta pointed out that according to the opinion of Jeffrey 
Ehrlich, Assistant County Attorney, the definite denial of an applicant for the use of a company 
name which happens to be non-specific as to the scope of work permitted under the applicants 
licensed category, would be extremely difficult to defend if such applicant decided to appeal and 
seek judicial review. Mr. Ehrlich expanded on this, by advising the members that it is his belief 
that the Board has the ability to deny certification to applicants who wish to qualify companies 
with misleading names, yet not to applicants with non-specific company names. Mr. Ehrlich 
went on to use Seaver & Son, Inc. as an example of a non-specific name, where as Seaver & Son 
Home Services, Inc. would be a misleading company name for a licensed painting company.  
The members discussed this issue seeking further clarification and Mr. Baer went on to make the 
a motion where as this Board would no longer deny the certification of applicants who chose to 
use names that are non-specific and don’t clearly state or include the licensing category for 
which they seek certification. Mr. Thompson seconded and the motion carried unanimously. It 
was then added for clarification that the Board would continue to deny those applicants who’s 
company names are directly misleading as to the scope of work permitted under their licensed 
category.  
 
 
APPEARANCES 
 
1. AYALA, Gustavo (Store Fixtures & Cabinets) – Mr. Ayala requested to appear before 

the Board in order to appeal the rejection of his business application.  Mr. Ayala made 
application to qualify Argencol US, Corp., and was rejected due to his company name 
being misleading. Mr. Ayala was present and provided the members with new corporate 
information showing a name change had been made to Argencol US Carpentry Corp.  
Under the newly arranged procedure by which this type of problem would be dealt with 
the Board moved to APPROVE Mr. Ayala to qualify the company under either the new 
name or the originally submitted company name. 

 
2. BARBUSCIO, Ruben (Painting & Waterproofing) – Mr. Barbuscio requested to appear 

to discuss a derogatory credit report received as part of his Business application. Mr. 
Barbuscio filed to qualify Integral Painting Service, Inc., and was rejected due to 
derogatory credit that was found under his personal name. Mr. Barbuscio was present and 
addressed the credit issues in question by providing proof of satisfaction for 2 of the 5 
derogatory issues reported. The Board appreciated his attempt yet moved to leave his 
license application REJECTED, and requested that he clarify the remaining items and 
request an appeal at that time.  
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APPEARANCES (continued) 
 
3. BENAVIDES, Francisco (Flooring) – Mr. Benavides has requested to appear before the 

Board to discuss the late renewal of his personal certificate.  Mr. Benavides failed to be 
present and will be rescheduled upon his request. 

 
4. COLYER, Edward J. (Demolition) – Mr. Colyer requested to appear to discuss a 

derogatory credit report received as part of his Business application. Mr. Colyer made 
application to change affiliation from Miami Decking Co. to Colyer Demolition, Inc., and 
was rejected due to derogatory credit that was found under the current company’s name. 
Mr. Colyer was present and provided the members with proof of satisfaction for all the 
credit issues in question. It was determined that Mr. Colyer and Miami Decking Co. had 
open permits remaining under their license number, thus the Board APPROVED Mr. 
Colyer for the requested change of affiliation pending that Mr. Colyer attain final 
inspections on all open permits.  

 
5. DIAZ, Francisco (Painting & Waterproofing) – Mr. Diaz requested to appear to discuss a 

derogatory credit report received as part of his Business application. Mr. Diaz filed to 
qualify New Horizon Painting, Inc., and was rejected due to derogatory credit that was 
found under his personal name. Mr. Diaz was present and after providing the members 
with proof of satisfaction was APPROVED for the issuance of his license.  

 
6. ECHEVARRIA, Clara (Painting) – Mr. Echevarria requested to appear before the Board 

in order to appeal the rejection of his business application.  Mr. Echevarria made 
application to qualify Wall Details, Inc., and was rejected due to his company name being 
misleading.  Under the newly arranged procedure by which this type of problem would 
be dealt with the Board moved to APPROVE Mr. Echevarria to qualify the company 
under the originally submitted company name. 

 
7. ESCOBAR, Ernesto (Store fixtures & Cabinets) – Mr. Escobar requested to appear 

before the Board in order to appeal the rejection of his business application.  Mr. Escobar 
made application to qualify Artemisa Escobar Brothers, Inc., and was rejected due to his 
company name being misleading. Mr. Escobar was present and provided the members 
with new corporate information showing a name change had been made to Artemisa 
Escobar Brothers Carpentry Finish Services. Under the newly arranged procedure by 
which this type of problem would be dealt with the Board moved to APPROVE Mr. 
Escobar to qualify the company under either the new name or the originally submitted 
company name.

8. ESCUELA, Alejandro (Flooring) – Mr. Escuela requested to appear before the Board in 

order to appeal the rejection of his business application.  Mr. Escuela made application to 
qualify Apa Services & Maintenance Corp., and was rejected due to his company name 
being misleading. Mr. Escuela was present and provided the members with new corporate 
information showing that a change had been made to reflect Apa Flooring, Store Fixtures 
& Cabinets Services, as a D/B/A to Apa Services & Maintenance Corp.  Under the newly 
arranged procedure by which this type of problem would be dealt with the Board moved 
to APPROVE Mr. Escuela to qualify the company using either the originally submitted 
company name or the newly attained D/B/A. 

 
9. ESPINOSA, Bernardo (Metal Partition) – Mr. Espinosa requested to appear before the 

Board in order to appeal the rejection of his business application.  Mr. Espinosa made 
application to qualify Nayo’s Furring Corp., and was rejected due to his company name 
being misleading. Mr. Espinosa was present and provided the members with new 
corporate information showing that a change had been made to reflect Metal Partitions & 
Furring Services, as a D/B/A to Navo’s Furring Corp.  Under the newly arranged 
procedure by which this type of problem would be dealt with the Board moved to 
APPROVE Mr. Espinosa to qualify the company using either the originally submitted 
company name or the newly attained D/B/A. 

 
10. GALVAN, Luis A. (Metal Partition) – Mr. Galvan requested to appear before the Board 

in order to appeal the rejection of his business application.  Mr. Galvan made application 
to qualify L.A.G. Drywall, Inc., and was rejected due to his company name being 
misleading. Mr. Galvan was present and advised the members that he would be willing to 
change the company name to LAG, Inc., thus making his name non-specific instead of 
misleading, and in compliance with the Board’s new policy. The members moved to 
APPROVE Mr. Galvan for the issuance of his license pending the submittal of such 
name change.  

 
11. HERRERA, Gilberto (Painting & Waterproofing) – Mr. Herrera requested to appear 

before the Board in order to appeal the rejection of his business application.  Mr. Herrera 
made application to qualify Shine Star Service Corp., and was rejected due to his 
company name being misleading. Mr. Herrera was present and advised the members that 
he would be willing to change the company name to Shine Star, Corp., thus making his 
name non-specific instead of misleading, and in compliance with the Board’s new policy. 
The members moved to APPROVE Mr. Herrera for the issuance of his license pending 
the submittal of such name change.

12. JOHNSON, Gary (Painting) – Mr. Johnson requested to appear to discuss a derogatory 

credit report received as part of his Business application. Mr. Johnson made application 
to change affiliation from Service Painting of Florida, Inc. to Florida Service Painting, 
Inc. D/B/A-Service Painting of Florida, and was rejected due to derogatory credit that 
was found under his personal name. Mr. Johnson was present and provided the members 
with proof of satisfaction for all the credit issues in question. After reviewing the 
submitted documentation the members moved to APPROVE Mr. Johnson for the 
requested change of affiliation.  

 
13. LUNA, Luis (Flooring) – Mr. Luna requested to appear before the Board in order to 

appeal the rejection of his business application.  Mr. Luna made application to qualify 
GreenSun, Inc., and was rejected due to his company name being misleading.  Mr. Luna 
was then APPROVED by the Board for the issuance of the requested certification. The 
members informed Mr. Luna that according to new policy the company name GreenSun, 
Inc., would no longer be a reason for denial.  

 
14. McNAUGHTON, Robert (Store Fixtures & Cabinets) – Mr. McNaughton requested to 

appear to discuss a derogatory credit report received as part of his Business application. 
Mr. McNaughton failed to be present and will be rescheduled upon his request. 

 
15. MENDOZA, Santiago (Concrete Finishing) – Mr. Mendoza requested to appear to 

discuss a derogatory credit report received as part of his Business application. Mr. 
Mendoza filed to qualify as a Sole Proprietor, and was rejected due to derogatory credit 
that was found under his personal name. Mr. Mendoza was present and provided the 
members with documented satisfaction of the credit issues in question. After reviewing 
the submitted documentation the Board moved to APPROVE Mr. Mendoza for the 
issuance of his license.  

 
16. MESA, Louis M. (Painting & Waterproofing) – Mr. Mesa requested to appear before the 

Board to discuss the late renewal of his personal and business certificate.  Mr. Mesa holds 
a Painting & Waterproofing Certificate of Competency, which expired on September 30, 
1997.  Mr. Mesa was present and after some discussion was APPROVED for the 
requested late renewal, pending the compliance of all renewal requirements. The 
members specified that Mr. Mesa’s certificate only be renewed for category # 78 
(painting) and not category # 36 (painting & waterproofing).

17. NUNEZ, Benigno (Metal Partition) – Mr. Nunez requested to appear before the Board in 

order to appeal the rejection of his business application.  Mr. Nunez made application to 
qualify Bauhaus Drywall, Inc., and was rejected due to his company name being 
misleading. Mr. Nunez was present and advised the members that he would be willing to 
change the company name to Bauhaus, Inc., thus making his name non-specific instead of 
misleading, and in compliance with the Board’s new policy. The members moved to 
APPROVE Mr. Nunez for the issuance of his license pending the submittal of such 
name change. 

 
18. PANTALEON, Guillermo (Store Fixtures & Cabinets) – Mr. Pantaleon requested to 

appear before the Board in order to appeal the rejection of his business application.  Mr. 
Pantaleon made application to qualify Pantaleon Inst., Inc., and was rejected due to his 
company name being misleading. Mr. Pantaleon was present and was then APPROVED 
by the Board for the issuance of the requested certification. The members informed Mr. 
Pantaleon that according to new policy the company name Pantaleon Inst., Inc., would no 
longer be a reason for denial. 

 
19. RIOS, Douglas (Flooring) – Mr. Rios requested to appear before the Board in order to 

appeal the rejection of his business application.  Mr. Rios made application to qualify J. 
Jireh Enterprises, Inc., and was rejected due to his company name being misleading. Mr. 
Rios was present and was then APPROVED by the Board for the issuance of the 
requested certification. The members informed Mr. Rios that according to new policy the 
company name J. Jireh Enterprises, Inc., would no longer be a reason for denial. 

 
20. RUSS, Clifford A. (General Builder) – Mr. Russ requested to appear before the Board to 

discuss the late renewal of his personal and business certificate.  Mr. Russ holds a 
General Builder Certificate of Competency, which expired on September 30, 1997. Mr. 
Russ was present and after some discussion was APPROVED for the requested late 
renewal, pending the compliance of all renewal requirements. 

 
21. SAUNDERSON, George (Insulation & Acoustical Tile) – Mr. Saunderson requested to 

appear before the Board in order to appeal the rejection of his business application.  Mr. 
Saunderson made application to qualify Atlantic Interiors Services, Inc., and was rejected 
due to his company name being misleading. Mr. Saunderson was present and was then 
APPROVED by the Board for the issuance of the requested certification. The members 
informed Mr. Saunderson that according to new policy the company name Atlantic 
Interiors Services, Inc., would no longer be a reason for denial.

Mr. Waldo was present and provided the members with documented 
satisfaction of the credit issues in question. After reviewing the submitted documentation 
the Board moved to APPROVE Mr. Waldo for the issuance of his license. 

 
24. WARD, James E. (Painting & Waterproofing) – Mr. Ward requested to appear to discuss 

a derogatory credit report received as part of his Business application. Mr. Ward made 
application to change affiliation from Perfect Painters Group, Inc. to Premium Painters, 
Inc., and was rejected due to derogatory credit that was found under his personal name. 
Mr. Ward was present and provided the members with documented satisfaction of the 
credit issues in question. After reviewing the submitted documentation the Board moved 
to APPROVE Mr. Ward for the requested change of affiliation.  

 
BOARD DISCUSSION 
 
C.T.Q.B. “A” Annual Elections 
The Board held their annual member elections.  It was the consensus of the members to re-elect 
both Robert Stobs and Robert Baer for Chairman and Vice-Chairman respectively, for the 2003 
calendar year of the Construction Trades Qualifying Board, Division “A”, meetings. 
 
 Examination Requirement for Second Licensures 
Mr. Daniel Vuelta, Code Compliance Investigator, expressed staff’s request to have the testing 
requirements for second licensures changed. Mr. Vuelta recommended that this Board should 
strive to mirror the Construction Industry Licensing Board (CILB) requirements, in that the 
CILB does not require a state licensed contractor that wants to add another category to his 
existing license to retake the business portion of the exam. After some discussion, the member 
moved to change the testing requirements for second licensures in Miami-Dade County, where as 
an applicant who already holds a contractor certification for a tested category, would not need to 
retake the business portion of the examination as a requirement for a second licensure.   
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Presentations of Probable Cause on enforcement cases were presented as follows: 
 
1. Code Compliance Investigator Oscar Yero presented Probable Cause on Ready Window 
Sales & Service Corp. and Juan C. Suarez, Qualifying Agent. Mr. Thompson and Mr. Baer 
moved to have a Informal Hearing scheduled upon hearing Mr. Yero’s testimony on the case.  
 
2. Code Compliance Investigator Roy Milton presented Probable Cause on Sealy Trinbago, 
Inc. and Alberty Sealy, Qualifying Agent. Mr. Thompson and Mr. Rodgers moved to have a 
Formal Hearing scheduled upon hearing Mr. Milton’s testimony on the case.

The members moved to 
dismiss the case as probable cause of a violation of the Miami Dade County Code could 
not be determined. Mr. Thompson moved to DISMISS and stated that it appears that the 
homeowner has a civil case and should file accordingly. Mr. Rodgers seconded the 
motion.  
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BOARD DISCUSSION 
 
Establishing Reciprocity with Palm Beach County; as presented by Daniel Vuelta 
As determined at the Construction Trades Qualifying Full Board meeting of June 10, 2003, 
concerning the possibility of establishing absolute reciprocity with Palm Beach County, staff was 
to review all pertaining license categories provided by Palm Beach County and compare them to 
similar or like categories presently established in Miami Dade County. Staff formulated a 
recommendation and made a presented it to the members. 
 
Mr. Daniel Vuelta, Code Compliance Investigations Supervisor, made the presentation. Mr. 
Vuelta explained that after a detailed review of Palm Beach County’s staff would recommend the 
following categories for reciprocal acceptance, as they match currently established Miami Dade 
County licensing categories:  General Contractor, Building Contractor, Residential Contractor, 
Concrete Forming and Placing, Demolition, Drywall, Fabric Awning, Fence, Garage Door, Glass 
& Glazing, Hurricane Shutter/Awning, Irrigation Sprinkler, Masonry, Painting, Plastering, Pre-
stressed Pre-cast, Reinforcing Steel, Roof Deck, Roofing, Structural Steel Erection, Tile Terrazo 
and Marble, and Underground Utilities Contractor.  
 
Mr. Vuelta advised the members that these would be the only categories that staff would 
recommend for acceptance as the other submitted categories that were not mentioned do not 
consist of similar requirements and/or work scopes.  
 
The Board accepted staff’s recommendation, and moved to APPROVE the presented list of 
licensing categories for acceptance into Miami Dade County and Palm Beach County’s 
reciprocity program.  
 
 
NON-AGENDA BOARD DISCUSSION 
 
CEU Home Study Credits 
Daniel Vuelta, Code Compliance Investigations Supervisor informed the members that staff was 
concerned with the administering of home study courses by Continuing Education Sponsors. Mr. 
Vuelta informed the members that the State Licensing Board has a policy in place against the 
acceptance of such classes and stated that staff would recommend this Board to adopt a similar 
policy.   
 
The members agreed, stating that accredited CEU courses should be given in a class room 
setting, unless they meet all established guidelines for “Interactive Distance Learning” as 
established in section 101.5 of the Miami Dade County Continuing Education Provider 
Procedures. A motion to adopt this as standard practice for the review of course applications was 
made by Mr. Thompson and carried unanimously.  
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There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting adjourned at 11:57 a.m.
