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State of Florida Growth Management Act

HnqtkfcĨu Growth Management Act (Chapter 163, Part II, 
Florida Statutes, The Local Government Comprehensive 
Planning and Land Development Regulation Act) 
adopted by the 1985 Legislature, requires that all of 
Florida's counties and municipalities adopt Local 
Government Comprehensive Plans that guide future 
growth and development. Miami-Dade County adopted its 
first plan, the Miami -Dade County Comprehensive 
Development Master Plan (CDMP), in compliance with 
the Growth Management Act in 1988 and has updated it 
subsequently via the plan amendment and Evaluation and 
Appraisal Report (EAR) processes provided in Chapter 
163 and the County Code. 
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The CDMP promotes Conservation in the consumption of 
land and other natural resources and Efficiency in the

Comprehensive Planning Process
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4. All plans should propose optimal configurations
for future urban structure.

5. All plans should propose coordinated policies
addressing activity patterns, land allocations, land 
use and major systems of public facilities.

Comprehensive Plan Features
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As the land available for 
development is being depleted, 
it becomes imperative that new 
development and 
redevelopment utilize the 
existing developable land more 
efficiently. Urban Centers help 
in this effort by allowing mixed 
uses, higher-density and more 
intense development around 
existing and future transit 
stations.

Urban Centers
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2. Population Distribution Map ĥServes to coordinate all 
facility and service planning programs with the LUP and 
with each other.

3. Existing and future facilities and natural resources maps 
and policies.

4. Level of Service (LOS)standards for roadways, mass 
transit, park and recreation, potable water supply, 
sanitary sewer, solid waste disposal and flood 
protection.

Comprehensive Plan Features
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5. Capital Improvements ScheduleĥThe capital 
projects forthcoming from each element are listed 
for a six-year period along with their costs, location, 
expected revenues and funding sources.  This 
schedule is regularly adjusted to incorporate the 
latest changes adopted by the BCC.

Comprehensive Plan Features
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The Objective of the State in enacting the Concurrency Requirement was to 
ensure that local governments would address the need to provide 
infrastructure and the responsibility to pay for it when approving new 
development.

Concurrency is a Requirement for public services and facilities to be available 
at around the time that new development will be occupied.  Some delays are 
allowed and many exceptions are authorized at the discretion of the local 
government.

The Planning function of the LOS standards is to be used in the projection of 
facility needs; formulation of facility plans and proposals and the formulation 
of financial plans and budgets.

The Regulatory function of the LOS standards is to be used in the screening of 
development proposals to determine whether programmed services will 
continue to operate at acceptable levels if additional development is 
approved.
