Current MPP Guidelines for Miami River
ARECOMMENDED, as long as all other regulations are met:

ARExi sting facilitieso (in
present) may rebuild or continue the existing use, as long
as there Is no increase in wet and dry slips

OR

A New or expanded ship terminals or facilities for vessels
>100 feet in length, fenders required

OR

A New or expanded residential docks, at a density of 1
power vessel berth per 100 feet of shoreline

OR

A from 5t Street bridge to the mouth, 1 transient/courtesy
dock per 500 feet of shoreline



Current MPP Guidelines for Miami River

NOT RECOMMENDED for Miami River:

A New or expanded commercial marinas, dry storage,
boatyards, or ramps

A Power vessel densities greater than previously cited

Afivari anceso as described by
fCriterion 2 states that to qualify, the facility must not be
located within a cold-weather aggregation area or other
area where sensitive manatee behavior occurs, or in a
travel corridor from these areas
f The Miami River, including the navigation channel, is
identified in the MPP and by other agencies as a cold-
weather aggregation area and/or travel corridor
