Establish several subcommittees to review a minimum of 5 pending contracts per quarter
of the many contracts issued by DPM for inclusion of environmental measures,
compliance with existing laws and regulations, and opportunities to mandate green
practices.

Establish several subcommittees to conduct site reviews of county Facilities to document
opportunities for improvement. All site visits to be published in advance so no one is
taken by surprise and everyone has an opportunity to self police before they are
inspected. A site inspection of at least one County Facility per quarter should be a
minimum commitment.

Establish a subcommittee to review and approve all environmental literature and
marketing information distributed by the County for accuracy and verification that the
County itself follows what is written.

Reduction of Monthly RCC meetings to quarterly, using the extra time that would have
been used in monthly meetings to conduct subcommittee activities.
