Report:

Commissioner Seijas noted she had a letter dated
February 25, 2004 that was sent to the County’s
current contractor for the recycling program
advising the company it was in default of its
obligations under the contract. She asked
whether this issue was resolved, when was the
contract scheduled to expire, if a bid solicitation
was being prepared, and when would it be
advertised.

Assistant County Manager Joseph Ruiz stated the
problems with the recycling company had not
been resolved. However, he indicated the
contractor had worked diligently with the
Department of Solid Waste to resolve the
problems and had improved significantly, with a
70 percent reduction in the complaints received

- within the last 60 days. Mr. Ruiz noted over the

course of this fiscal year the complaints had
dropped an average of 53 percent, and the County
was seeking liquidated damages of $115,000
through June 2004.

Mpr. Ruiz noted this was the last year of the
recycling contract, and the contractor was not
willing to make the investment necessary to
replace its trucks. He indicated it would not be in
the best interest of the County to default the
contractor, and he indicated staff would continue
to work with the contractor to decrease
complaints. Mr. Ruiz stated staff was scheduled to
present a Request for Proposals in January 2005
at the committee level and then to the Board of
County Commissioners.
