SHARE OF SPECIAL POOL CBO FUNDS MAY BE MADE
AVAILABLE FOR PROJECTS IN OTHER DISTRICTS
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF
MIAMI-DADE COUNTY, FLORIDA, that Resolution No. R-985-03, as amended by
Resolution No. R-515-04, is further amended to provide that any district whose share of special
pool CBO funds remains unallocated after both the initial Mini-RFP and the second RFP
processes may have a third RFP process conducted to allocate its remaining share of such funds
prior to any portion thereof becoming eligible for allocation to another district under Section 3 of
Resolution No. R-985-03. The third RFP process authorized hereby shall continue to comport
with the procedures of Section 2 of Resolution No. R-985-03 with the exception that CBOs

whose annual budgets are less than one million dollars may participate therein.
