FEDERAL CROP INSURANCE PROGRAM FOR THOSE
GROWERS IN MIAMI-DADE COUNTY WHO HAVE PAID
THEIR DEDUCTIBLE FOR CLAIMS ARISING OUT OF
HURRICANE KATRINA IN AUGUST 2005, AND NOW MUST
PAY AN ADDITIONAL DEDUCTIBLE FOR CLAIMS
ARISING OUT OF HURRICANE WILMA IN OCTOBER 2005
AND DIRECTING THE CLERK OF THE BOARD TO
PROVIDE COPIES HEREOF TO FLORIDA’S ' TWO U. S.
SENATORS AND TO THOSE U.S. REPRESENTATIVES ANY
PORTION OF MIAMI-DADE COUNTY |

WHEREAS, Hurricane Katrina caused extensive crop damage to growers in south

Miami-Dade County in August 2005; and 1

WHEREAS, growers suffering crop damage from Hurriclne Katrina were required to
pay a deductible of $40,000 for claims made under the Federal Cropg Insurance Program; and

WHEREAS, the terms of crop damage policies written unider the current Federal Crop
Insurance Program commence on October 1, 2005 and end on May 31, 2006; and

WHEREAS, Hurricane Wilma struck Miami-Dade County on October 24, 2005 causing
additional crop damage; and

WHEREAS, growers who paid the deductible on claims for crop damage arising out of

Hurricane Katrina, must pay an additional deductible two and one-half months later on claims

for crop damage arising out of Hurricane Wilma,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY

COMMISSIONERS OF MIAMI-DADE COUNTY, FLORIDA, that Congress is hereby

urged to amend the Federal Crop Insurance Program to waive thé deductible on crop damage

claims made by those growers in Miami-Dade County who have pajid their deductible for claims

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arising out of Hurricane Katrina in August 2005, and now must pasl an additional deductible for
claims arising out of Hurricane Wilma in October 2005. The Cle%k of the Board is directed to
send copies of this resolution to those U.S. Representatives representing districts encompassing
any portion of Miami-Dade County and to both U.S. Senators for thé State of Florida.
