RESOLUTION NO.

RESOLUTION CREATING A TASK FORCE ON VEHICLE
REPOSSESSIONS TO STUDY CONSUMER ISSUES
RELATED TO VEHICLE REPOSSESSIONS
WHEREAS, when a vehicle is bought on credit, the creditor retains important rights to
the vehicle until the last payment is made, including the legal authority to seize the vehicle upon
failure to make timely payments; and
WHEREAS, the current economic downturn has resulted in increased vehicle
repossessions as vehicle owners lose their jobs or otherwise fall on hard economic times
resulting in an ability. to make timely monthly vehicle payments; and
WHEREAS, while a creditor has the legal right to repossess a vehicle when the vehicle
owner does not make timely payments, state law does place limits on the means by which the
creditor may repossess a vehicle and resell it; and
WHEREAS, recent incidents have suggested that creditors may not be complying with

laws that govern repossessions and such laws may also need to be strengthened in the interest of
consumers,

NOVW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY
COMMISSIONERS OF MIAMI-DADE COUNTY, FLORIDA, that:

Section 1. Miami-Dade County hereby establishes a Task Force on Vehicle

Repossessions.
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Section 2. The Task Force shall be comprised of one representative from each of the
following offices, to the extent they are willing and able to participate:

l. The Eleventh Judicial Circuit of Florida in and for Miami-Dade County,

2. The Miami-Dade State Legislative Delegation,

3. The State Attorneys Office,

4, The Public Defender’s Office,

5. The Miami-Dade League of Cities,

6. The Miami-Dade Consumer Services Department,

7. The Miami-Dade Police Department,

8. The Miami-Dade Police Chiefs' Association,

0. Legal Services of Greater Miami, Inc.,

10. Florida Bankers Association, and

11.  Any other offices, organizations or entities deemed appropriate by the Mayor or
Designee.
Section 3. The Task Force shall meet and formulate recommendations to the Board

of County Commissioners to improve consumer protections related to vehicle repossessions,
including both legislative changes at the state and local level, and address non-compliance with
existing vehicle repossession laws.

Section 4. The Task Force shall submit its recommendations to the Board of County
Commissioners not later than 120 days from the date of passage of this Resolution.

The Prime Sponsor of the foregoing resolution is Commissioner Rebeca Sosa. It was
offered by Commissioner , who moved its adoption.
