RESOLUTION APPROVING NAMING BASEBALL FIELD NO. 4
AT TROPICAL PARK AS “THE DANIEL MOREJON FIELD”

WHEREAS, Daniel Morejon was born in Havana, Cuba on July 21, 1930 and by the age
of 23, Mr. Morejon was playing in the Minor Leagues with the Piedmont Portsmouth Cubs; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Morejon proceeded to play one season with the Major Leagues as a
backup infielder with the Cincinnati Redlegs in 1958 and then with the Havana Sugar Kings in
Havana, Cuba from 1956-1960; and

WHEREAS, in 1959, while playing for the Sugar Kings, Mr. Morejon led the team to a
Minor League World Series victory by bringing in the game winning run with a hit on game
seven against the Milwaukee Millers; and

WHEREAS, despite having a highly noticeable limp for which Morejon was nicknamed
“Pata Chula” while he played with the Sugar Kings, Morejon managed to hit 29 doubles in the
1969 season which made him the player with most doubles for that season; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Morejon played with the New Jersey Jerseys from 1960-1961, with
Los Pericos De Puebla in Mexico for two seasons, and for the Reynosa Broncos in Mexico
where Mr. Morejon played a pivotal role in leading the team to its first and only series
Championship on August 17, 1969 where Mr. Morejon caught the final out to end the series; and

WHEREAS, in 1979, Mr. Morejon began working at Tropical Park and continued to
work at Tropical Park as a Miami-Dade County employee for another 30 years; and

WHEREAS, on April 27, 2009, at the age of 78, Daniel Morejon passed away after

losing his battle to prostate cancer; and
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WHEREAS, before passing away, Mr. Morejon was immortalized by being inducted
into the Cuban Baseball Hall of Fame; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Morejon has been described as a quiet and dedicated worker by his
fellow employees at Tropical Park but to Cuban and Mexican baseball fans he is an international
baseball hero who they will never forget; and

WHEREAS, this Board, after a public hearing, desires name baseball field no. 4 at
Tropical Park as “The Daniel Morejon Field” in honor of this individual,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY
COMMISSIONERS OF MIAMI-DADE COUNTY, FLORIDA, that this Board, after a
public hearing, hereby approves the naming of baseball field no. 4 in Tropical Park as “The
Daniel Morejon Field.”

The Prime Sponsor of the foregoing resolution is Senator Javier D. Souto. It was offered
by Commissioner , who moved its adoption.
