Background
The subject easement is a 30-foot wide, canal-front strip of land behind a single-family, private

residence at 6240 SW 109 Avenue, Miami-Dade County. The property is shown in Attachment A and in
the plat of “Snapper Creek Villas” recorded in Plat Book 94 at Page 31 of the Public Records of Miami-
Dade County and lies east of a County-owned canal in Section 30, Township 54 South, Range 40 East.

In 1972, this easement was granted to Miami-Dade County to be used for canal maintenance.
However, maintenance for this canal has been accessed solely by boat and therefore this easement has
never been used by Miami-Dade County.

Mr. Denayf E. Serralta, owner of the private residence at 6240 SW 109 Avenue, has petitioned Miami-
Dade County to release that portion of the canal maintenance easement which lies within this property.

The Department of Environmental Resources Management and Miami-Dade County Public Works

Department recommend that the Board approve the resolution and the disclaimer as shown in
Attachment B.
