EARLY DEPARTURE INCENTIVES Presented
Report: Mr. Howard Piper, Special Assistant County

Manager for Management Assessment and
Performance, provided an oral report on Early
Departure Incentives (EDI). He noted AFSCME
Local 121 proposed EDI for employees 62 years
or older with 30 years of County service in their
collective bargaining agreement. As proposed,
Mpr. Piper said eligible employees would receive a
retirement incentive of either one year’s salary or
medical benefits for the lesser of three years or
until they reached age 65. Mr. Piper said the
Administration did not receive any suggestions
Jrom the Firefighters Union regarding an EDI
program. He noted Administration received
telephone calls from employees throughout the
County requesting information regarding the
details of an EDI program to determine if it would
be appropriate to match it to their personal
situation.

Commissioner Sosa suggested Mr. Piper prepare
options for early departure incentives: one with
one year'’s salary and another with matching
medical pay, (e.g., three years medical pay which
is equivalent to six month’s salary) as well as the
projected impact on the budget based on the
number of employees affected.

Commissioner Seijas said she did not believe the
Administration should be generalizing about the
Union, but about staff, irrespective of whether they
were Union members or not.

In response to Commissioner Seijas’ inquiry as to
whether only salary was discussed with the
Unions, Mr. Piper said an EDI program included
base salary, medical, dental and all other fringe
benefits as well as educational supplements. He
noted the County contributed to employees’
pension plans and subsidized medical benefits.
Mpr. Piper said all proposals considered employee
medical coverage only, which was consistent with
most retirement programs.

Commissioner Seijas said she believed the EDI
program should be offered to any employee 62

years of age or older with 30 years of experience.

Chairman Gimenez suggested the Administration

discuss with the unions/employees the possibility
of distributing retirement payout over three years
which could be beneficial to the County and result
in tax benefits to employees.

SELF-INSURANCE TRUST FUND Presented
Report:  Ms. Marsha Pascual, Risk Management Division

Director, General Services Administration,
presented an oral report on the Self-Insurance
Trust Fund (SITF). She noted the SITF was
designed to capture all necessary revenues to fund
the County’s medical, dental and life insurance
programs. Ms. Pascual said pursuant to State
Statutes, because the County was self-insured,
guidelines were established regarding the amount
to be maintained in the SITF and required that
each year an actuary evaluate the SITF and file a
report with the State validating that the County
satisfied the requirements of maintaining its self-
insurance program. She noted for the upcoming
year, the required cash balance was the amount
necessary to cover the incurred but not reported,
(IBNR), as well as a reserve for any unexpected
claims or additional expenses.

Continuing, Ms. Pascual said the IBNR projection
was 841.2 million based on a total claims
projection of $343 million and an additional $17.2
million reserve requirement. She noted $58.4
million was the minimum amount needed
according to State filing requirements. Ms.
Pascual said the actuary suggested the County be
conservative and maintain an IBNR of $41.2
million as well as 60 days worth of claims
payments or approximately 356.5 million. She
noted this would bring the total reserve to $97.7
million. Ms. Pascual said because of the
reduction in the budgeted amount approved as a
part of the FY 2009-10 budget, staff would reach
the $58.4 million threshold, but not the $97.7
million. She noted staff was projecting a reserve
of approximately $63 million at the end of this
fiscal year, which was less than 380 million
originally projected; however, the costs for the
new dental program was inadvertently omitted
Jrom the original projection. Ms. Pascual said the
original budgeted rate would have increased the
reserves by approximately $20 million.

Chairman Gimenez asked Ms. Pascual to provide
him with a written report on the status of the SITF
including any changes made to the calculations
since the February letter to the State and how the
program progressed to where it was today; and
how the reserves would be used. Additionally,
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1E

Chairman Gimenez asked that this report be
submitted at the December 8, 2009 Committee
meeting; and include the status of all self insured
programs funded by the County; the eligibility
requirements; and the projected year-end
balances.

In response to Commissioner Sosa’s inquiry
regarding the maximum exposure for both the
current and previous years, Ms. Pascual said the
projected claim exposure for 2010 under the self-
insured program was $343 million. She noted the
exposure for the first three quarters of this year
and projected amount for the remainder of 2009
was 3266 million.

Commissioner Sosa concurred with Chairman
Gimenez’ comments, noting the Administration
needed to look at the expenditure trend and the
maximum exposure.

Commissioner Diaz questioned what would occur
with the SITF with the possibility of further
reductions in employees next year and whether
this would continue being an issue.

Responding to Commissioner Diaz, Ms. Pascual
explained that the 5-pecent reserve was necessary,
particularly if the County lost a significant amount
of healthy employees versus sick employees and
premiums were not collected

Commissioner Diaz asked Ms. Pascual to begin
examining the numbers in advance of next year’s
budget issues.

Joe Rasco, Director, Office of
Intergovernmental Affairs, presented a report on
the 2010 departmental state and federal legislative
requests which fell under the Committee’s
Jurisdiction. He noted the requests were in
priority order based on the departments’
recommendation. Mr. Rasco said staff had been
working with the various committees and a
comprehensive legislative package would be
presented to the County Commission.

In response to Commissioner Seijas’ inquiry
regarding the request listed under General
Services Administration (GSA) on handwritten
page 3 of the report, providing for amendments to
the Florida Statutes to give counties the authority
to enter into lease agreements fora ﬁve-year term
or less without having to competitively bid the
space, Ms. Wendi Norris, Director, GSA, said this
item was included in last year’s legislative
package that was approved by the County
Commission. She noted this involved small leases
and it would be too expensive to award through a
competitive bid process.

Commissioner Seijas asked Mr. Rasco to amend
the State Legislative Package to reflect the
following:

To add “support any charges for conservation of
energy efficiency” to the language regarding the
Florida Building Code/Product Approval Process,
listed under Building Code Compliance
(handwritten page 2);

To extend the 2019 deadline regarding installation
of facilities to remove 60 million gallons/day of
effluent flow mandated by state law, listed under
Water and Sewer (handwritten page 3);

To insert the word “Reuse” in the language
relating to Potable Water Main Under
Government Cut listed under “Water and
Wastewater Lines Under Government Cut”
(handwritten pages 4 and 7).

Report:  Assistant County Attorney Daniel Frastai read the
foregoing proposed resolution into the record.

Commissioner Gimenez recognized Commissioner
Jordan, sponsor of this proposed resolution.

Commissioner Jordan provided an overview of her
proposal and noted her initial intent was to
include all employees. She pointed out that in
many instances massive layoffs or personnel
transfers were followed by reclassifications which
offset any savings. She asked that any
reclassifications be forwarded to the County
Commission.

In response to Commissioner Seijas’ inquiry
whether this proposed resolution violated the
Charter, Assistant County Attorney Frastai said it
did not.

Responding to Commissioner Seijas’ inquiry
whether the Charter allowed Commissioners to
make decisions regarding salaries for individuals,
Assistant County Attorney Eric Rodriguez noted
the language “classification(s)” at the end of the
resolution addressed this issue.

It was moved by Commissioner Sosa that this
proposed resolution be forwarded to the County
Commission with a favorable recommendation.
This motion was seconded by Commissioner
Edmonson.

In response to Commissioner Diaz’ inquiry,
Assistant County Attorney Rodriguez noted the
proposed resolution would apply to all non-
bargaining unit classifications under the Mayor’s
Jurisdiction.

Commissioner Diaz said he believed this proposed
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resolution impeded on the Mayor's rights as a
strong mayor, however, he would accept Assistant
County Attorney Frastai’s opinion that it would
not.

Chairman Gimenez noted the Mayor could not be
told that an individual not receive an increase
although the moratorium could be imposed on a
classification.

Commissioner Martinez indicated that he had
been working on this issue with the County
Attorney’s Office for years. He questioned
whether the non-bargaining unit employees would
receive retroactive pay if the bargaining unit
employees did not agree to a moratorium and it
was not imposed by the County Commission.
Commissioner Martinez noted Commission
members had consistently expressed an interest in
treating all employees the same and two separate
classifications would exist if the same moratorium
was not imposed on the bargaining unit
employees.

In response to Commissioner Martinez’ inquiry,
Assistant County Attorney Frastai advised that
another item would have to be prepared.

Commissioner Jordan said that her proposal did
not cut salaries. She explained that normally after
a massive layoff there was a tendency for
employees to lose up to $20,000 and the Human
Resources Department then received requests for
reclassifications, which could reinstate a large
portion of those salaries.

Commissioner Sosa said she was hopeful this
proposed resolution could include a reopening
clause and concurred with Commissioner
Martinez that all employees should be treated
equally.

Commissioner Martinez stated that he would not
support this proposed resolution. He noted the
Mayor was elected and should be responsible for
the employees under his purview and should
impose a moratorium on his own.

Chairman Gimenez noted he would support this
proposed resolution. He noted there were
different ways to circumvent the will of the
Commission and fiscal issues fell under the
Commission’s purview. Chairman Gimnez said
this proposal would ensure that additional funds
were available next year to address the economic

Assistant County Attorney Daniel Frastai read the
Jforegoing proposed resolution into the record.

Chairman Gimenez recognized Commissioner
Sorenson, sponsor of this proposed resolution.

Commissioner Sorenson provided an overview and
the intent of her proposal. She noted this
resolution provided exceptions for police, fire and
others.

In response to Commissioner Edmonson’s inquiry
whether the County was previously preempted
Jfrom regulating the use of cellular phones by the
State, Commissioner Sorenson noted this proposal
was only applicable to County-owned vehicles.

Commissioner Edmonson questioned how this
proposed resolution would be enforced for
employees driving privately-owned vehicles on
official County business, noting her concern that
the State had previously preempted the County
Jfrom regulating the use of cellular phones.

Mr. Howard Piper, Special Assistant County
Manager for Management Assessment and
Performance, said language was included in the
County’s procedures prohibiting County
employees from using cellular phones while
operating county-owned vehicles; and these
procedures could be updated to include other
digital devices. Regarding enforcement, Mr. Piper
said that while it was always difficult to enforce
these subjective issues, employees who did not
adhere to the County’s policies would be
disciplined through administrative recourse.

Commissioner Sosa stated that she had sponsored
legislation last year urging the Florida Legislature
fo prohibit text messaging while driving and this
legislation was not enacted by the State; however,
she noted her intent to include such legislation in

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this year’s Legislative package. Commissioner
Sosa said that she supported prohibiting text
messaging, but had no problem with the use of
hands-free devices. She suggested the County
Commission urge the State to enact a bill
prohibiting text messaging while driving.

Commissioner Martinez said the State could not
preempt the County on this issue. He noted he did
not believe police vehicles should be excluded
Jrom this proposal; however, he felt that private
vehicles should be excluded and the resolution
should apply to all employees while driving a
county-owned vehicle.

Commissioner Martinez asked Commissioner
Sorenson if she would consider excluding private
vehicles, to which Commissioner Sorenson agreed.

Commissioner Diaz asked Chairman Gimenez if
he would allow Mr. Stan Hills to comment on this
proposed resolution.

Mpr. Stan Hills, Firefighter, 8000 NW 41st Street,
said he felt this proposed resolution was a good
idea; however, he suggested an exception be made
for emergency response.

Commissioner Diaz expressed concern regarding
an across-the-board blanket policy. He noted he
concurred with County employees being
prohibited from engaging in text messaging or
emailing; however, he felt Bluetooth and hands-
Jfree devices should be excluded from this
proposal. Commissioner Diaz said he felt Mr.
Hills’ comments could also apply to police
vehicles.

Commissioner Sorenson noted she would amend
this proposed resolution to exclude privately-
owned vehicles.

Commissioner Seijas said she had an issue with
cell phones even if it was a Bluetooth.

Commissioner Martinez noted the proposed
resolution stated "while driving” which was
extremely important and he felt this resolution
should apply to police, fire and everyone while
driving. He agreed with Commissioner Seijas’
comments regarding Bluetooth and hands-free
device usage.

Commissioner Edmonson asked that hands-free
devices be included in this proposed resolution.
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Commissioner Sosa noted she would be supportive
of this proposal if hands-free devices were allowed
and the ability to communicate in the event of an
emergency was not limited,

Chairman Gimenez asked that hands-free devices
be excluded from this proposed resolution. He
noted he wanted to ensure that this proposal
applied to employees while driving.

Commissioner Sorenson pointed out that Section 2
of this proposed resolution asked for the Mayor to
come back with an Implementing Order after
consultation with the Fire Department and Police
Department to determine emergency situations
which may be exempt. She concurred with the
proposed amendments for Bluetooth or hands-free
devices and noted she would present studies
showing concerns relating to the diversion of
drivers’ attention.

Commissioner Martinez noted that drivers were
also distracted when talking to passengers
according to a firefighters study.

Hearing no further discussion, the Committee
voted on this proposed resolution as amended to
delete privately-owned vehicles; and to allow
Bluetooth or hands-free devices.

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a Council position if members were appointed
rather than elected.

Ms. Carla Ascencio-Savola, 7410 SW 82 Court,
spoke in opposition to Council members being
appointed rather than elected. She noted her
support for six Community Councils rather than
ten and suggested the Council Chairs meet with
Commissioner Diaz to further discuss this
proposed ordinance.

Ms. Jo Pettis, 18900 West Lake Drive, Country
Club of Miami, North Point, spoke in opposition to
this proposed ordinance.

Ms. Barbara Hagen, 7336 Bay Hill Drive, Country
Club of Miami, North Point, spoke in opposition to
this proposed ordinance. She noted the County
eliminated the non-zoning Community Council
meetings and Team Metro, and was now
proposing eliminating the Community Councils.
Ms. Hagen emphasized the importance of
restoring non-zoning meetings and noted
Commissioner Seijas was the only Commissioner
who had addressed the residents’ issues. Ms.
Hagen asked that Council 5 remain intact.

Commissioner Seijas explained that the County
Commission did not eliminate the non-zoning
meetings; this proposal was in the Mayor’s budget.

Mr. Joe Valdes, 6645 SW 94th Court, Councilman,
Community Council 12, addressed the financial
aspect of this proposed ordinance and whether it
represented a cost-savings. He expressed concern
that this ordinance was removing officials who
were elected to make government accessible to the
people. Mr. Valdes recommended consolidating
the Community Councils for a more efficient
process, and eliminating their $100 annual
stipend. He suggested the Committee table this
proposed ordinance; identify opportunities to
create a more efficient process; and revisit this
proposal once the information was compiled.

Ms. Peggy Brodeur, Councilwoman, Community
Council 12, noted Council members examined
each property they decided upon; learned the
Miami-Dade County Code and Master Plan; and
became familiar with the neighborhood to make
informed land use decisions. She pointed out
these important components could not be easily
replicated and suggested the Committee table this
proposal and conduct a more comprehensive

study.
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Mr. George Garciga, 12155 SW 94 Avenue, noted
he felt this proposed ordinance would be a failure
to the community. He suggested the Committee
examine the budget issues involved and noted he
believed it was premature to reduce the
Community Councils to four as proposed.

Mpr. Elliott Zack, 8370 SW 89 Street, Chairman,
Community Council 12, noted this proposed
ordinance severely restricted citizen access to
government as Council meetings were held in the
evenings to facilitate public participation. He
pointed out that zoning issues were best addressed
at the local level.

Mpr. Richard Friedman, 6328 NW 175 Terrace,
said he felt redistricting of Community Councils
was long overdue; however, with regard to non-
zoning issues, residents in unincorporated areas
still needed a local forum to discuss concerns. He
noted it would be advantageous to further discuss
these issues and then bring back this proposed
ordinance at a later time.

Ms. Carol Feiler, 5303 NW 202 Terrace,
Community Council 5, spoke in opposition to this
proposed ordinance. She said Community
Councils should remain as elected positions; and
zoning and non-zoning meetings should continue.
Ms. Feiler noted Unincorporated Municipal
Service Area (UMSA) tax dollars needed to remain
in UMSA.

Ms. Marcia Finkel, 9395 SW 89 Street, resident,
Community Council 12, spoke in opposition to this
proposed ordinance. She provided a history of the
area and explained how the Council assisted
residents to obtain a park. Ms. Finkel asked that
the Community Councils remain in their current
form.

Ms. Myrna Wheatman, 9455 SW 92 Street,
President, Cherry Grove Home Owners
Association, Community Council 12, asked that
the Council not be changed. She noted each
Council was accessible to area residents; Council
members lived in and were familiar with the area;
and small zoning issues were quickly resolved.
Ms. Wheatman said a reduction to four
Community Councils/Community Zoning Appeals
Boards would be burdensome to those boards and
would no longer be effective.

Mpr. Barry White, 10001 SW 129 Terrace, spoke in
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opposition to this proposed ordinance. He noted if
some Community Councils had low attendance,
efforts should be made to enhance community
involvement. Mr. White said this ordinance would
not promote better government.

Mr. Carlos Manrique asked to hear Commissioner
Diaz’ comments. He noted it was his
understanding that Commissioner Diaz was
requested by the County Commission to review all
councils, not just Community Councils.

After hearing no other persons to come before the
Committee, Chairman Gimenez closed the public
hearing.

Commissioner Diaz noted the cost savings
achieved from the consolidation of advisory
boards thus far was about $4.6 million. With
regard to this proposed ordinance he noted, as
presented, it would reduce the number of
Community Zoning Appeals Boards (CZAB) from
10 to four; that he was recommending that CZABs
5,10, 11, and 12 remain intact because they had
performed well. The other six boards had not
performed as expected due to excessive turnover;
and many of these boards were unable to meet the
quorum requirements, which was confirmed in a
study conducted by the Inspector General’s Office.
He noted the anticipated cost savings resulting
from this proposed ordinance was outlined in the
County Manager memorandum entitled Ordinance
amending the Code to provide for appointment of
Community Council positions.

Commissioner Sosa noted, for the record, that her
name was spelled incorrectly in the Planning and
Zoning Web page pertaining to CZABs. She
commended Commissioner Diaz for identifying
savings and ways that CZABs could function more
efficiently. Commissioner Sosa spoke in support
of consolidating the number of Community
Councils and modifying the boundaries; however,
she could not support the proposal to eliminate
elected representatives. She asked that this
proposal be bifurcated for the purpose of voting
separately on the provision providing for
appointment of certain positions.

Commissioner Martinez noted he did not support
appointing CZABs and did not believe Countywide
issues should be heard by the CZABs. He noted
that CZAB members should remain elected;
however, he did not feel that four positions were
sufficient. Commissioner Martinez said he would
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like the Councils to continue representing the
neighborhoods and would prefer the process
remain as is. He noted some areas may need to be
modified due to incorporation; however, he felt
reducing the number of Councils from ten fo four
was too excessive.

Commissioner Seijas stated that she initially voted
Jfor Community Councils, and Community Council
Area 5, had worked well. She noted that she took
exception to the comments made by some of the
speakers who advocated to maintain CZABs in
their respective districts, but were clearly
unconcerned about the elimination of boards in
other districts. Commissioner Seijas said she
believed CZABs should be consolidated and the
members should be elected, with one appointed
position. She pointed out that information was
available in each District Office as well as in the
Resource Center in District 12. Commissioner
Seijas said she felt the Councils that were
performing effectively should remain.

Concerning comments made by Councilwoman
Brodeur that she and members of the CZAB
inspected each property before making a decision
on Zoning Applications, Commissioner Seijas
explained that it was not necessary for CZAB
members to inspect the properties as this was not a
charge of the CZABs.

Chairman Gimenez commended Commissioner
Diaz for spearheading this issue. He noted that
he could not support the non-election of Council
members; and although he could not support the
reduction of Community Councils from ten to four,
he could support a reduction to six. He suggested
that Commissioner Diaz meet with the Council
Chairs again and return to the Committee next
month with a modified version of this proposed
ordinance.

Commissioner Diaz explained the rationale for
reducing the number of Councils and noted he was
not opposed to some elected members.

It was moved by Commissioner Diaz that today’s
Committee meeting be extended. This motion was
seconded by Commissioner Sosa, and upon being
put to a vote, passed by a vote of 5-0,
(Commissioner Edmonson was absent).

Commissioner Diaz suggested the majority of
Council members be elected and one or two
members be appointed. He noted that he would
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meet with the Council Chairs as suggested by
Chairman Gimenez; however, it would have to be
a Sunshine meeting for each Council member to
be present. Commissioner Diaz said the County
needed to proceed on this issue as the County
Commission might be looking at major layoffs next
year.

Commissioner Seijas suggested this proposed
ordinance be forwarded to the County
Commission without a recommendation to the
Commission meeting scheduled for January 21,
2010, keeping in mind the Committee’s requests
that Council members be elected and the number
of Community Councils be between four and six.

In response to Commissioner Diaz’ inquiry
whether he could receive memorandums from his
colleagues or whether he would have to meet with
them individually in a Sunshine meeting, Assistant
County Attorney Coller said he would like to check
with the County Attorney before responding.

Chairman Gimenez noted he believed
Commissioners had submitted position papers in
the past provided it was filed with the Clerk of the
Board (Clerk).

Commissioner Diaz asked Committee members to
provide him with memorandums with their
suggestions.

Commissioner Martinez noted expanding an area
would not provide adequate representation for
people in the area who did not vote for those
Council members. He noted if this proposed
ordinance was forwarded to the County
Commission without a recommendation, he would
submit written communication to the Clerk.

Assistant County Attorney Geri Bonzon-Keenan
noted in the past, commissioners had submitted
position papers consisting of one statement;
however, since Commissioner Diaz was requesting
input on legislation, she suggested this discussion
occur at a Sunshine meeting.

In response to Chairman Gimenez’ inquiry
whether this proposed ordinance could be
Jforwarded to the County Commission without a
recommendation and in the interim, discussed at
the January 12, 2010 Committee meeting,
Assistant County Attorney Bonzon-Keenan advised
that the Committee could forward this ordinance
to the County Commission without a
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recommendation by an unanimous vote.

Chairman Gimenez noted he would prepare a
memorandum requesting that Chairman Moss
allow this proposed ordinance to be placed on the
January 21, 2010 County Commission Agenda;
and in the interim, the Committee could discuss
this ordinance or ask Chairman Moss to allow the
discussion to occur at the Commission meeting.

Commissioner Martinez stated that
representative(s) from Community Council 11 was
not present at today’s meeting and he questioned
whether a Sunshine violation would occur between
the Council representative(s) and commissioners
as it related to Council members submitting
recommendations.

In response to Commissioner Martinez’ inquiry,
Assistant County Attorney Bonzon-Keenan advised
that it should not be a Sunshine violation for an
individual member of one board to hold a
discussion with an individual commissioner;
however, it would be a violation if it involved more
than two members.

Commissioner Martinez suggested the CZAB
Chairs hold a Sunshine meeting to discuss
recommendations to this proposed ordinance and
forward their recommendations to him.

Commissioner Diaz said he did not mind meeting
with the Council Chairs, and asked that they
develop and forward proposals to the Committee
members.

Assistant County Attorney Bonzon-Keenan asked
whether the Committee would prefer to forward
this proposed ordinance to the County
Commission without a recommendation with the
technical amendments, to which Chairman
Gimenez and the Committee members concurred.

Commissioner Diaz concurred with Chairman
Gimenez’ suggestion that this proposal would not
include references that Council members would
not be elected. He noted Council members would
be elected rather than appointed.

Assistant County Attorney Coller noted he would
modify this proposed ordinance to provide that all
Council members would be elected.

It was moved by Commissioner Diaz that this
proposed resolution be forwarded to the January
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21, 2009 County Commission meeting without a
recommendation and with the committee
amendment(s) to incorporate the following
language into Section 33-308, typed page 16
(handwritten page 19), second line: “No action
shall be taken on any matter before the
Community Zoning Appeals Boards unless a
quorum of a majority of board members then in
office but not less than five (5);” to delete the
following language from same section and page,
line 5: “provided however that any approval or
denial of any application or portion thereof
pursuant to Chapter 33 shall require not less than
three (3) votes;” to provide that all Council
members shall be elected;” and to provide that a
workshop of the Committee be held on January 12,
2010. This motion was seconded by
Commissioner Seijas, and upon being put to a
vote, passed by a vote of 4-0, (Commissioners
Edmonson and Sosa were absent).
