Hundreds of South Florida's philanthroplc, business and civic leaders
convened for the Adrienne Arsht Center's annual Gala on Friday, April
24t Harry Connick, Jr., one of the entertainment world's most celebrated,
multifaceted ialents performed an intimate concerf on the main stage of
e John S. and James L. Knight Concert Hall. A highlight of the evening
was the surprise announcement by PACT Board Chairman Mike Eidson
that Gala Chair and Arsht Center Foundation Board Member Swanee
DiMare and her husband Paul DiMare would make a $1 million glft to the
Center, marking the first major donation by a Miami philanthropist in
response to a recent anonymous challenge gift: The stage in the Knight
Conhcert Hall will be named in thelr honor. Thank you for the formal
Resolution making April 26, 2013 Adrienne Arsht Center Day in Miami-
Dade County.

Prograrmming

The Adrienne Arsht Center proudly anhounces an exiraordinary lineup for
its 2013-2014 Theater Up Close Season in the infimate Carnival Studio
Theater featuring six incredible preductions—five plays and one musical—
alf representing ongoing artistic collaborations, The season kicks off with

" the Arsht Center's annual partnership with University of Miami Department
of Theatre Arts In o production of Metamorphoses, a spelibinding retelling
of Greek myths by Tony-Award winner Mary Zimmerman featuring an
onstage swirnming pool, and dlso includes the House Theatre of
Chicago’s winfery fale of curses and courage, Rose and the Rime.The
Center's acclaimed partnership with Zoetic Stage continues in 2013 with
four productions, including two world premieres—Christopher Demos-
Brown's original Iragi War-fueled drama, Fear Up Harsh and Michael
McKeever's up-to-the-minule Hollywood satire, Clark Gable Slept Here—
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plus the regional premiere of Amy Herzog's off-Broadway triumph, The
Great God Pan; and Assassins with music by Stephen Sondhelm, the first
Broadway muslcal o be part of the Theater Up Close series.

The Adrienne Arsht Center and Larry Rosen proudly announce the
‘extraordinary lineup for the sixth consecutive year of the highly acclaimed
Jazz Roots = A Larry Rosen Series. This jazz and educational series
ofiginaied at the Arsht Center and has been Iinstrumental in establishing
Miami as a world-class jazz capital. Jazz Roots has sold out more than two
dozen concerts since its inception, and is now presented at major
petforming arts centers in five cltles across the country.

The 2013-2014 Jazz Roofs season kicks off with a spectacular concert
celebrating the 50th Anniversary of the Iconic film, The Pink Panther, and
its composer - the musical genius Henry Mancini renowned for his
memorable film and television scores, In December, the world-renowned
Jazz at Lincoln Center Orchestra and its esteemed Artistic Director Wynton
Marsalis wili perform a glorious program of holiday big band favorites, with
special guest vocalist Cecile MclLorin Salvant— the sensational 23-year-old
Miami native who won the 2010 Thelonious Monk Competition. The
January performance will feature a crowd-pleasing program headlined
by Platinum-selling jazz trumpeter Chris Botti who earned a Grammy
Award this year for "Best Pop Ihstrumental Aloum™ for his recording
Impressions. South Florida is in for a once-in-a-lifetime musical experlence
when the Pat Metheny Unity Group makes its Miami debut in February. In
March, New Orleans' reigning prince of R&B and soul, Aaron Neville , and
its world famous Dirty Dozen Brass Band will bring the essence and spirit of
the birthplace of jazz to Miami. In celebration of Jazz Appreciation Month
in Aptil, the grand finale concert of the Jazz Roots 2013-14 season will
celebrate the phenomenal arfistry of Antonio Carlos Jobim— the prolific
Brazllian composer/musician who infroduced bossa hova to the world in
the early '60s with “The Girl from Ipanema.” Arlists performing in this historic

- concett wilt be the multi-Platinum guitar master Lee Ritenour, and
Academy Award-winning composer/arranger and pianist Dave Grusin, as
well as various members of the Jobim family.

Jazz Roofs dlso features Jazz Roofs: Sound Check. An in depth education
partnership with Miami-Dade County Public Schools, Jazz Roofs: Sound
Check since inceplion has brought approximatety 5,000 high school music
students fo the Center for a complimentary and unigue behind-the-
scenes expetrience including: a pre-concert sound check; a meet & greet
and Q&A session with featured artists, dinner, and free entry to the
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avening's performance. Last month, as part of this program, the Arsht
Center welcomed approximately 180 high school musicians.

Community Engagement

Last month, three representatives from the Arsht Center — Program
Director Esther Park, Senlor Foundation Relatfions Director Jodi Farrell, and
myself — fraveled to Haiti for the grand opening of Ayikodans's dance
studio, rebuilt outside of Port-au-Prince after the 2010 earthquake with
funds raised by an initlative spearheaded by the Arsht Center, Miami
Herald World Editor John Yearwood and Haitidn businesswoman Youri
Mevs. Generously hosted by Ms, Mevs, the group’s presence at the
studio’s grand opening was d symbol of the strong artistic and community
bonds formed between the Center, Ayikodans founder Jeanguy Saintus
and his corps of dancers and drummers, and the people of Haitl and
Miami. More than $150,000 has been rdised in cash and in-kind donaiions
from more than 50 Individuals, corporations and foundations in South
Florida over the past three years to support this successful effort, The Arshi
Center has presented Aylkodans to sold-out audiences in the Camnival
studlo Theaier for the past three seasons, A new $100,000, two-year grant
from Green Family Foundafion to the Arsht Center ensures the dance
troupe's return next season. Mireille Charles, Program Director for the
Miami-based Green Family Foundation, also went to Haiti for the studio’s
grand opening, which drew a crowd of almost 200 Haitian Senate and
Cablnet members, a dozen journalists, supporfers and dance students.
The opening was covered extensively in Haili's Le Nouvelliste newspaper.
The Center's public relations staff is working o package photos and
videos of the event to spread news of this uncommon parinership in South
Florida and nationally.

Rounding ouf the month of April, on Saturday, April 270, the Arsht Center's
Knight Concert Hall was filled with over 300 Miami-Dade County youth
ages 11-14 and their parents for AlleyCamp Miami 2013 Interview Day.
The interview day began dt 8AM and through the course of the day all of

" the youth were interviewed by a panel of communlty ledders, One
hundred young people will be selected to participate in AlleyCamp
Miami 2013 which begins on June 24h and culminates with the final
performance on Saturday, August 3, 2013 in the John S, and James L,
Knight Concert Hall of the Arsht Center. AlleyCamp Miami is free for
participants.

The Arsht Cenler's Accessing the Arts program in partnership with Micimi-
Dade County Public Schools (M-DCPS) and VSA Forida wrapped up the
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Spring 2013 Student Residency program with a day of student final
performances. From March through May 2013 the Arsht Center, VSA
Florida and M-DCPS sent six feaching artists into six different K-12 Special
Education and Inclusive classrooms. The Accessing the Arts program
targeted students with disabilities for participation and included active art
making in the dance, theater, spoken word and music areds of the
performing arfs over a nine week period led by local teaching

artists, Over 150 K-12 students filled the Carnival Studio Theater on May 7h
to showcase the new skills learned through the residency.

Big Brothers Big Sisters of Greater Miami (BBBS) named the Arshi Centfer
their Spotlight Partner of the Month. The Arsht Cenfer has supported BBBS
in various facets, from sponsoring BBBS events, to allowing BBBS Littles to
go behind the curtain and participate it thelr School-To-Work program.
The Arsht Center joined forces with "Rhythms of Africa™ in ¢ full-scale
percussive masterpiecs, bringing the Litlles on the stage of the Knight
Concett Hall to perform a concert before a capacity avudience full of
adoring fans. Next month, the Arsht Center will host BRBBS's 2013
Gradudgtion Celebration.

Miami's Town Square

Town Square Neighborhood Development Corporation’s (TSNDC) goat is
to provide leadership and focus in helping to create and sustain a vibrant
and attractive urban setiing for the area surrounding the Adiienne Arsnt
Center. TSNDC actively advocates for viable infrastruciure solutions and
encourages collaborations that improve the livability of urban
neighborhoods surrounding the Arsht Center,

To this end, at its last meeting the Board of Directors of TSNDC endorsed
Florida East Coast industres’ (FECH plans to develop an intercity
passenger rail service from downtown Miami fo Ortando,. This hew service,
All Aboard Florida, will provide. a convenient cost-effective fravel solution

~ for millions of Floridians and tourists. The Board unanimously agreed that
the project's environmental benefits and economic impdct will further
downiown Miami's resurgence and emerging sense of place,
