ALLOW COUNTY EMPLOYEES TO DONATE ACCRUED
ANNUAL AND HOLIDAY LEAVE TIME TO THE COUNTY
TO BE USED TOWARDS A DONATION TO THE FLORIDA
AGRICULTURAIL. AND MECHANICAL  UNIVERSITY
("FAMU" TFOUNDATION IN ORDER TO HONOR THE
PASSING OF COUNTY COMMISSION AUDITOR CHARLES
ANDERSON; SETTING THE CAP OF SUCH DONATIONS AT
$25,000.00; AND AUTHORIZING THE COUNTY MAYOR OR
COUNTY MAYOR’S DESIGNEE TO MAKE THE DONATION
OF ACCRUED LEAVE TIME TO THE FAMU FOUNDATION
ON BEHALF OF THE EMPLOYEES OF MIAMI-DADE
COUNTY

WHEREAS, Charles Anderson began working with Miami-Dade County in 2004 as the
first Commission Auditor for Miami-Dade County and served in this position until his passing on
June 3, 2016; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Anderson was selected to fill this important role following the creation
of the Office of Commission Auditor by the voters of Miami-Dade County; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Anderson was responsible for performing audits, submitting annual
work plans to the Board for approval, reviewing department budgets, analyzing budget proposals
and making budget recommendations to the Board; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Anderson held a Bachelor of Science degree in Accounting from the

Florida Agricultural and Mechanical University (“FAMU”) and was a Certified Public

Accountant and Certified Inspector General; and
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WHEREAS, Mr. Anderson served 10 years as an Inspector General for the State of
Florida and seven years as a Senior Auditor for the City of Tallahassee; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Anderson’s wealth of knowledge and experience, and dedication to his
career contributed greatly to his success as Commission Auditor; and

WHEREAS, the FAMU Foundation, a gift program established by Charles Anderson’s
alma mater, has created a scholarship program for accounting students in honor of Charles
"~ Anderson; and

WHEREAS, this Board wishes to permit the donation of accrued leave time towards the
FAMU Foundation to help fund the Charles Anderson scholarship,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY
COMMISSIONERS OF MIAMI-DADE COUNTY, FLORIDA, that this Board:

Section 1. Hereby authorizes and directs the County Mayor or County Mayor’s
designee to immediately allow the donation by County employees of accrued annual and holiday
leave time to the County to be uséd towards a donation to the Florida Agricultural and
Mechanical University Foundation Charles Anderson Scholarship Fund in order to honor the
passing of County Commission Auditor Charles Anderson up to a limit of $25,000.00.

Section 2. Directs the County Mayor or County Mayor’s designee to publicize and
make available forms for employees to complete in order to authorize such accrued annual and
holiday leave contributions. The authorization forms to be distributed by the County Mayor or
County Mayor’s designee shall include a statement that the Board of County Commissioners has
approved contributions of accrued annual and holiday leave time to the FAMU Foundation
Charles Anderson scholarship fund for the purpose of honoring the passing of County

Commission Auditor Charles Anderson.
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Section 3. Authorizes and directs the County Mayor or County Mayor’s designee to
‘make the donation of the total value of County employee leave time contributions to the FAMU
Foundation.

The Prime Sponsor of the foregoing resolution is Commissioner Barbara J. Jordan and
the Co-Sponsor is Commissionner Audrey M. Edmonson. It was offered by
Commissioner , who moved its adoption. The motion was seconded by
Commissioner and upon being put to a vote, the vote was as follows:
