RECOMMENDATION

It is recommended that the Board approve the attached Resolution concerning priority
service areas, evaluation criteria and the solicitation documents for Fiscal Year 2007-08
Community Based Organizations (CBO) Request for Proposals (RFP) in the funding
category of Environmental Enhancement and Education. A combined total of $589,000 is
available for CBOs from the FY 2007-08 operating budgets of the Miami-Dade Water and
Sewer Department ($250,000), the Department of Environmental Resources Management
($175,000), and the Department of Solid Waste Management ($164,000). Grant awards
will be limited to a maximum of $75,000 per applicant.

BACKGROUND

Approval of the attached resolution and accompanying RFP will initiate the CBO funding
process that has been co-funded for over ten years by the Miami-Dade Water and Sewer
Department, the Department of Environmental Resources Management, and the
Department of Solid Waste Management. Each responsive applicant will be evaluated
based on the evaluation criteria contained within the RFP. That evaluation criteria covers
focus areas ranging from water conservation and enhancement of Biscayne Bay to
recycling and environmental justice and education for children in Miami-Dade County’s
urban areas. A complete description of the funding category as well as a listing of all the
priority focus areas and evaluation criteria are included in the solicitation documents as
shown in Attachment I. ‘

The Board’s consideration and approval of this item is necessary before staff can advertise
the RFP. Upon approval of this item and completion of the RFP and evaluation process,
the funding recommendations will be submitted to the Board for approval at the September
Budget Hearings.

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SECTION I - REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL OVERVIEW & PROPOSAL PROCEDURES
A. INTRODUCTION/BACKGROUND

Miami-Dade County, hereinafter referred to as the "County", is seeking proposals [also referred to
as "application(s)"] from qualified community based organizations to provide community based
services in the areas of Environmental Enhancement and Education.

The 2007-2008 Community Based Organization (CBO) Grant Program Request For Proposal (RFP)
format is designed to establish a standard procedure for the screening, evaluation and allocation of
County funds to qualified community based organizations. :

B. ELIGIBILITY

¢ Proposers must be legally incorporated as not-for-profit organizations, with a designated
tax-exempt status determined by the United States Internal Revenue Service, at the time
of proposal submission. Universities, public schools and other governmental entities
will not be considered.

C. PROJECT PROPOSAL RESTRICTIONS

¢ Project activities which receive funding through this RFP must take place within the
County's fiscal year (October 1, 2007 - September 30, 2008). A CBO grant award
carries no commitment for future County support beyond this time period and scope of
the project.

¢ All proposed activities must take place in Miami-Dade County and benefit Miami-Dade
County residents.

¢ Due to the limited availability of funds, one-time events will not be considered for
funding.

¢ Grant funds cannot be used in furtherance of fundraising efforts but may be used as
leverage to secure additional funding.

DEFINITIONS

Environmental Justice- The fair treatment of people of all races, cultures, and income with respect
to the development, implementation, and enforcement of environmental laws, regulations,
programs, and policies. Fair treatment means that no racial, ethnic, or socioeconomic group should
bear a disproportionate share of the environmental consequences resulting from the operation of
industrial, municipal, and commercial enterprises and from the execution of federal, state, local and
tribal programs and policies.

Pollution Prevention- The reduction or elimination of pollutants through source reduction,
increased efficiency in the use of raw materials, energy, water, or other resources; or the protection
of natural resources by conservation. Pollution prevention measures reduce the amount of
pollutants released into the environment prior to recycling, treatment and disposal.

Environmental Education- The increase of public awareness and knowledge about environmental
issues; providing the public with the skills needed to make informed decisions and take responsible
actions; enhancing critical-thinking, problem-solving, and effective decision-making skills,
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teaching individuals to weigh various sides of an environmental issue to make informed and
responsible decisions. It does not advocate a particular viewpoint or course of action.

Sustainable Development- Integrating environmental protection, and community and economic
goals. It meets the needs of the present generation without compromising the ability of future
generations to meet their own needs. The sustainable development approach seeks to encourage
broad-based community participation and public and private investment in decisions and activities
that define a community’s environmental and economic future and community well being.

Ecosystem Management- An integrated flexible approach to management of Florida’s biological
and physical environments conducted through the use of tools such as planning, land acquisition,
environmental education, regulation, economic incentives and pollution prevention designed to
maintain, protect and improve, the state’s natural, managed and human ecosystems.

Source Reduction — Any practice that reduces or eliminates any pollutant or waste.at the point of
origin, prior to recycling, pretreatment or disposal.

D. FUNDING CATEGORY AND GRANT LIMITATIONS

Pursuant to this solicitation, CBO funding recommendations will be made for FY 2007-2008 in the
category listed below. Proposers cannot receive more than one (1) grant award under this RFP.

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IDEAS FOR POTENTIAL PROJECTS FOR FUNDING

Below are examples of activities that may be considered to be pollution prevention and education
projects. The examples are not intended to serve as a comprehensive list of possible grant projects
nor suggest that groups proposing one of the following will be guaranteed funding; rather, they
illustrate activities that incorporate waste reduction and pollution prevention principles.

Q

Educate residents on home water conservation, chemical waste reduction & pollution
prevention (including used electronics) and other proper waste management techniques,
including media (radio and print) promotion of the Miami-Dade Water and Sewer Department’s
“Waterline” (305-448-SAVE), where residents can call to receive a free water conservation kit
and water conservation information; the Miami-Dade Water and Sewer Department’s high
efficiency showerhead exchange program and/or the Department of Solid Waste Management’s
(DSWM) permanent Home Chemical Collection site and annual Home Chemical Collection
Day (drop off event).

Participation in events promoting water conservation, water pollution prevention and other
water-related issues, including the Miami WaterFest, sponsored in part by the Miami-Dade
Water and Sewer Department.

Partner with the Department of Solid Waste Management to educate businesses and multl-
family establishments on recycling requirements and on how to begin a recycling program.
Promote curbside recycling through educational programs geared towards school age children in
the Department of Solid Waste Management service area.

Create a monthly news story with graphics on recycling promotions for web posting, on-line
distribution and inclusion in the Department of Solid Waste Management newsletter.
Development of a program that will assist the County with the implementation of tree adoption
and high efficiency showerhead exchange events.

Development of a program that will assist elderly and disabled residents plant trees that are
provided through tree adoption program.

Development of a program that will assist elderly and disabled residents remove old
showerheads and replace them with new ones through the high efficiency showerhead exchange
program

Hands on educational projects (i.e. traveling demonstrations, models, etc) on environmental
issues including water conservation and/or water quality or the importance of trees and general
environmental issues.

Advanced Recycling Technology (ART) campaign — Partnering with the Department of Solid
Waste Management to educate the public and promote ART by developing educational
material, community outreach programs and facilitating tours on the recycling technology.
Puppet show or other performance-oriented program in Spanish or Creole targeting kids or
mixed audiences with special emphasis in water conservation and/or the importance of trees,
recycling and general environmental issues.

Revegetation and/or exotic plant removal from publicly owned coastal dune, wetland, pineland
and hardwood hammock communities in Miami-Dade County by volunteer groups. Project
should have an educational aspect targeted at volunteers.

Neighborhood Environmental Awareness Campaign — conduct 12 neighborhood association
and/or condo presentations regarding general environmental, energy conservation and
residential and landscape irrigation water use audits.

Provide radio PSA’s and/or billboard campaign about general environmental themes or specific
environmental topics in Spanish and Creole using the services of a professional scriptwriter and
marketing company. Priority given to recycling, waste services and the importance of trees and

)
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campaigns specifically promoting water conservation projects included in the Water Use
Efficiency Five-Year Plan.

Develop a program to teach urban environmental principles with focus on protecting and
conserving water resources to After School Programs and/or Summer Camps

Coloring books in English, Spanish and Creole targeting pre K — 2nd grade illustrating the
benefits of trees and/or water conservation and recycling.

Develop a program, which would involve high school students in interactive/competitive ways
in learning about the environment giving special emphasis to the importance of trees and
recycling

Initiate an educational program for homeowners that educate them of the problems created by
discharges to their drains. This will include discharges of oil, cooking grease, old medications
and other chemicals.

Develop, produce and distribute a Home Grease Disposal Kit to be used in residential kitchens.
This kit must provide a practical way and instructions to collect and dispose of kitchen grease
into the solid waste (garbage) stream instead of into the sink.

Yard waste, including Christmas tree, recycling promotion — This would include the
development and implementation of a two week media/promotional (radio and print) campaign
promoting the recycling of Christmas trees.

Pesticide containers — This would include the development of a campa1gn promoting the
recycling of pesticide containers.

Develop and conduct Teacher Training workshops for Miami-Dade County Public School
teachers on locally specific environmental topics, not to include water conservation.

Workshops should be innovative and engaging. Workshops are to be “accredited” for TEC
continuing education credits.

Research & prepare “Fact sheets” in English & Spanish, which briefly explain the history and
the natural features of sites, which have been acquired by the Environmentally Endangered
Lands (EEL) Program.

Develop and implement a program to educate residents who live near an Environmentally
Endangered Lands site to increase their appreciation of the site and to involve them in caring for
the natural area.

Television or radio program that promotes environmental awareness. It could be something as
simple as a PSA or short educational video.

Coordinate and promote an English, Spanish and/or Creole environmental education program
utilizing one or several media outlets such as video, radio or print.

Coordinate and promote in English, Spanish and/or Creole a class or training to teach proper
gardening and yard care techniques, including xeriscaping and the use of plants with low water
needs, in order to increase awareness about environmental issues related to South Florida’s tree
and plant needs.

Educate residents on the value of reducing amounts of pesticides, herbicides and fertilizers used
on lawns and landscaping (pollution prevention)

Educate residents on benefits of joining the Adopt-a-Road program through PWD

Educate residents and businesses on importance of DERM’s 24 hour complaint line, to report
anyone that puts lawn clippings, vegetation, materials, litter or anything into storm drains or
bodies of water

SECTION IV - GENERAL GRANT AWARD PROVISIONS
A. CONTRACT AWARD
Awarding of contracts is dependent upon Board of County Commission approval.

Staff evaluation of the proposals will include the appropriateness of a particular project, subject to
the established criteria. The Proposal Review Committee, may, in the event a proposal that ranked
for funding and is not ultimately funded, recommend that all or part of that funding be allocated to
the next most qualified proposal according to the evaluation criteria. If all or some of the proposals
do not qualify, remaining funds shall be reprogrammed for use in the CBO process the following
fiscal year. The County encourages partnerships between environmental or civic groups,
community-based/grass-roots organizations and local governmental agencies in the development of
the project.

B. CONTRACT TERM

The contract period for all grants awarded through this RFP must fall within Miami-Dade County

fiscal year 2007-2008, which begins on October 1, 2007 and ends on September 30, 2008. Grants
will be awarded for a period not to exceed twelve (12) months. The effective starting date will be
no earlier than October 1, 2007, or as otherwise stipulated in the negotiated agreement.

C. INDEMNIFICATION

CBOs awarded funding by the BCC shall be required to indemnify and save the County harmless
from any and all claims, liability, losses, and causes of action which may arise out of the fulfillment
of the ensuing contract. The successful Proposers shall pay all claims and losses of any nature,
whatever in connection therewith, and shall defend all suits, in the name of the County when
applicable, and shall pay all costs of judgments which may issue therefrom, except for those caused
by the sole negligence of County employees or officers.

D. INSURANCE

The successful Proposer(s) shall furnish to Miami-Dade County, c/o Risk Management Division,
111 N.W. Ist Street, Suite 2340, Miami, Florida 33128-1989, Certificate(s) of Insurance which
indicate that insurance coverage has been obtained which meets the requirements as outlined below:

1. Worker's Compensation Insurance for all employees of the provider as
required by Florida Statute 440.

2. Public Liability Insurance on a comprehensive basis in an amount not less
than $300,000 combined single limit per occurrence for bodily injury and
property damage. Miami-Dade County must be shown as an additional
insured with respect to this coverage.

3. Automobile Liability Insurance covering all owned, non-owned and hired
vehicles used in connection with the work, in an amount not less than
$300,000* combined single limit per occurrence for bodily injury and
property damage.

4, Errors and Omissions Insurance in the name of the provider, when
applicable, in the amount not less than $300,000.

* Note: For organizations supplying vans or mini-buses with seating capacities of 15 passengers
or more, the limit of liability required for Auto Liability is $500,000.

All insurance policies required shall include those classifications, as listed in standard liability
insurance manuals, which most nearly reflect the operations of the provider.

All insurance policies required above shall be issued by companies authorized to do business under
the laws of the State of Florida, with the following qualifications:

The company must be rated no less than "B" as to management, and no less than "Class V"
as to financial strength, by the latest edition of Best's Insurance Guide, published by A.M.
Best Company, Oldwick, New Jersey, or its equivalent subject to the approval of the
County's Risk Management Division.

The company must hold a valid Florida Certificate of Authority as shown in the latest "List
of All Insurance Companies Authorized or Approve to Do Business in Florida", issued by
the State of Florida Department of Insurance and are members of the Florida Guaranty
Fund. :

Certificates will indicate that no modification or change in insurance shall be made without thirty
(30) days written advance notice to the certificate holder. All insurance requirements are subject to
review and approval by the County's Risk Management Division.

SECTION V - CONTRACTUAL AWARD PROCESS--SPECIAL TERMS AND
CONDITIONS

A. CONTRACTING PROCESS

Grantees (awarded applicants) will be required to complete certain contract documents. They will
be required to submit all documents necessary for contract development (i.e., budget, scope of
service, vendor application, affidavits, and Certificate of Insurance) at the time contract is submitted
for execution.

B. AUDIT AND INSPECTION OF RECORDS

Grantee agrees that the County, or its duly authorized representatives, shall, for the purposes of
audit and examination, be permitted to inspect all work materials, payrolls, and other data and
records with regard to this contract, and to audit the books, records and accounts with regard to this
contract. Further, the grantee agrees to maintain these records for at least five (5) years after the
County makes final payment.

INSPECTOR GENERAL REVIEWS

A. INDEPENDENT PRIVATE SECTOR INSPECTOR GENERAL REVIEW

Pursuant to Miami-Dade County Administrative Order 3-20 and in connection with any award
issued as a result of this RFP, the County has the right to retain the services of an Independent
Private Sector Inspector General ("IPSIG"), whenever the County deems it appropriate to do so.
Upon written notice from the County, the selected Proposer shall make available, to the IPSIG
retained by the County, all requested records and documentation pertaining to this RFP or any
subsequent award, for inspection and copying. The County will be responsible for the payment of
these IPSIG services, and under no circumstance shall the Proposer's cost/price for this RFP be
inclusive of any charges relating to these IPSIG services. The terms of this provision herein, apply
to the Proposer, its officers, agents, employees and assignees. Nothing contained in this provision
shall impair any independent right of the County to conduct, audit or investigate the operations,
activities and performance of the selected Proposer in connection with this RFP or any contract
issued as a result of this RFP. The terms of this provision are neither intended nor shall they be
construed to impose any liability on the County by the selected Proposer or third party.

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B. MIAMI-DADE COUNTY INSPECTOR GENERAL REVIEW

According to Section 2-1076 of the Code of Miami-Dade County, as amended by Ordinance No.
99-63, Miami-Dade County has established the Office of the Inspector General which may, on a
random basis, perform audits on all County contracts, throughout the duration of said contracts,
except as otherwise provided below. The cost of the audit of any Contract issued as a result of this
RFP shall be one quarter (1/4) of one (1) percent of the total contract amount which cost shall be
included in the total proposed amount. The audit cost will be deducted by the County from
progress payments to the selected Proposer. The audit cost shall also be included in all change
orders and all contract renewals and extensions.

Exception: The above application of one quarter (1/4) of one percent fee assessment shall not apply
to the following contracts: (a) IPSIG contracts; (b) contracts for legal services; (c) contracts for
financial advisory services; (d) auditing contracts; (e) facility rentals and lease agreements; (f)
concessions and other rental agreements; (g) insurance contracts; (h) revenue-generating contracts;
(D) contracts where an IPSIG is assigned at the time the contract is approved by the Commission; (j)
professional service agreements under $1,000; (k) management agreements; (1) small purchase
orders as defined in Miami-Dade County Administrative Order 3-2; (m) federal, state and local
government-funded grants; and (n) interlocal agreements. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the
Miami-Dade County Board of County Commissioners may authorize the inclusion of the fee
assessment of one quarter (1/4) of one percent in any exempted contract at the time of award.

Nothing contained above shall in any way limit the powers of the Inspector General to perform
audits on all County contracts including, but not limited to, those contracts specifically exempted
above.

C. ASSIGNMENT

Grantees shall not enter into any subcontracts, retain consultants, or assign, transfer, convey, sublet,
or otherwise dispose of the ensuing contract, or any or all of its rights, title or interest herein, or its
power to execute such contract to any person, company, or corporation without the prior written
consent of the County. Consent of the County does not confer upon the subcontractor any direct
right of action against the County, or action against the County through the grantee, or involve the
County in any expense.

D. TERMINATION FOR CONVENIENCE

The County may at any time, at its sole discretion, without cause, terminate any contract with a
grantee for its convenience by written notice to the grantee. The County will calculate the
outstanding payments due the grantee, irrespective of the manner in which payments are to be made
under the contract. If, after such calculations have been performed, the sum owed the grantee is
less than amounts paid under the contract, the County will notify the grantee of the amount owed to
the County, which must immediately be remitted to the County.

E. TERMINATION FOR CAUSE
Grantees will be in default under the contract if it commits a breach of the contract deemed material

by the County. Where such a default occurs, the County may terminate the contract and suspend
the grantee for a period of one year.
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F. PERSONNEL

In submitting their proposals, proposers are representing that the personnel in their proposals shall
be available to perform the services described, barring illness, accident, or other unforeseeable
events of a similar nature, in which case the proposers must be able to provide a qualified
replacement. All replacements must be approved by the County prior to providing services.
Furthermore, all personnel shall be considered to be, at all times, the sole employees of the proposer
under its sole direction, and not employees or agents of the County.

G. TERMS OF PAYMENT/REIMBURSEMENT

The County agrees to reimburse the grantee for services rendered under this Agreement based on a
line item budget. The grantee agrees to submit payment requests to the Department accompanied
by such documentation as requested by the Department. The County attempts to make
reimbursements in a timely manner. It is anticipated that grantee will be reimbursed within a four
week period; however, it is the responsibility of the grantee to maintain sufficient cash flow
pending receipt of reimbursement.

SECTION VI - AFFIDAVITS/ACKNOWLEDGMENTS

The grantee will be required to submit the following affidavits properly completed and
notarized at the time contract is submitted for execution:
