RESOLUTION URGING CONGRESS TO MAINTAIN
FUNDING FOR THE HOME INVESTMENT PARTNERSHIPS
PROGRAM AT NO LESS THAN THE 2014 LEVEL
WHEREAS, the Home Investment Partnerships Program provides formula grants to
states and local governments that communities use to fund a wide range of activities including
building, buying and rehabilitating affordable housing for rent or homeownership or providing
direct rental assistance to low-income people; and
WHEREAS, despite the continuing economic recovery, poverty rates have remained
stagnant since the end of the Great Recession in 2009; and
WHEREAS, at the current rate there will be more than 10,000 foreclosures filed in
Miami-Dade County in 2014, and
WHEREAS, on June 10, 2014, the United States House of Representative passed the
Transportation, Housing and Urban Development, and Related Agencies Appropriations Act,
2015, H.R. 4745, which would reduce funding for the Home fnvéstrhént Partnerships Prégram to
$700 million for the 2015 fiscal vear; and
WHEREAS, $1 billion was allocated for the Home Investment Partnerships Program for
the 2014 fiscal year, so enactment of H.R. 4745 would reflect a $300 million reduction in
funding for the Home Investment Partnerships Program for the 2015 fiscal year; and
WHEREAS, H.R. 4745 will next go to the United States Senate for consideration; and
WHEREAS, this Board would like to urge Congress to maintain the current level of

funding for the Home Investment Partnerships Program,
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY
COMMISSIONERS OF MIAMI-DADE COUNTY, FLORIDA, that this Board:

Section 1. Urges Congress to maintain funding for the Home Investment Partnerships
Program at no less than the 2014 level. |

Section 2. Directs the Clerk of the Board to trahsmit a certified copy of this resolution
to the members of the Florida Congressional Delegation.

Seetion 3. Directs the County's federal lobbyists to advocate for the passage of
legislation as set forth in Section 1 above, and authorizes and directs the Office of
Intergovernmental Affairs to amend the 2014 Federal Legislative Package to include this item.

by Commissioner Sally A. Heyman , who moved its adoption. The motion was seconded
