ater Management District: Water Use Restrictions Enforcement

On November 9, 2006, the Governing Board of the South Florida Water Management District
(District) issued Order No. 2006-164-DAO-WS “Declaration of Water Shortage Warning” for the
Lower East Coast Service Area. On March 15, 2007, the District declared a water shortage
order with Phase | Water Restrictions, which consist of 15% cutbacks, for the Lower East Coast
Service Area. On April 12, 2007, a water shortage order with Phase || Water Restrictions, which
consists of 30 percent cutbacks, was declared for the Lower East Coast Service Area.

These water restrictions require water users to limit outdoor water use for irrigation systems,
landscape watering, mobile equipment washing, nurseries, agriculture, golf courses, and
recreation areas. The District summarizes the restrictions for both residential and commercial
users on www.sfwmd.gov or http://www.miamidade.gov/iwasd. Some examples of Phase |l
residential water use restrictions are noted below.

e Landscape Irrigation for Homes with Less Than 5 Acres of Land
o Limited to 2 days a week, between 4:00 a.m. - 8:00 a.m.
* Odd addresses (1,3,5,7,9) — Wednesday and Saturday
= Even addresses / no addresses (0,2,4,6,8) — Thursday and Sunday

e Multi-Use Family Units/Multi-Use Complexes with Less Than 5 Acres of Land
o Limited to 2 days a week, on Thursday and Sunday between 4:00 a.m. - 8:00
a.m.

e Multi-Use Family Units/Multi-Use Complexes with More Than 5 Acres of Land
o Limited to 2 days a week, on Wednesday, Thursday, Saturday, or Sunday
between 12:01 a.m. - 8:00 a.m.

e Car, Boat & Equipment Washing

o Washing of cars, boats, and other equipment is permitted from 4:00 a.m. - 8:00
a.m. and from 5:00 p.m. - 7:00 p.m. on the landscape watering days.

o Washing must be done, or must drain to, a non-paved surface that permits water
to soak into the ground. And, it must be done using a hose with an automatic
shut-off nozzle or low volume press cleaner.

o Washing and detailing of cars is allowed anytime if done by a licensed individual
or company using an automatic shut-off nozzle and low water-use techniques.

Other Outdoor Uses
o Washing or rinsing of sidewalks, driveways, streets, or other paved surfaces is
not allowed at any time unless done with low-volume pressure cleaning
equipment. That is, the equipment must be designed to reduce the volume of
water used.
