Subject: Language Classes at Libraries — Directive #151701

Resolution No. R-609-15 directed the Miami-Dade Public Library System (MDPLS) to work with
universities, colleges, and the Miami-Dade Public Schools to develop partnerships and identify
volunteers to provide language classes, including English, Spanish, and Creole, at MDPLS locations.

To date, MDPLS has begun working with Florida International University, Barry University, the
University of Miami, Miami Dade College, and the Miami-Dade Public School System to develop
partnerships to provide these language classes free of charge to residents and at no cost to the County.

e Florida International University - Florida International University’s Department of Modern
Languages is now providing a credit-earning internship to their students, wherein the interns selected
provide free Spanish classes to the community. Florida International University is providing the
materials for these classes, which are already being held weekly in the evenings at both the West
Dade and North Dade Regional Libraries. Florida International University is also interested in
expanding to other languages, with a goal of including English and Creole as part of its offerings.

e Barry University - In our discussions with Barry University, the university is interested in partnering
with MDPLS to offer English, Spanish, and French (Creole not taught) internships to its students.
This partnership is still in the discussion phase, and the County hopes to finalize a partnership with
Barry University within the next few months.

e University of Miami - The University of Miami’s Department of Modern Languages, while
interested, will not be able to provide language classes in FY 2015-16. Through a program called
UGrow, which offers graduate students paid internship opportunities, the university is identifying
the funding to establish this partnership for the FY 2016-17 academic year. It is also exploring other
grant opportunities that would enable them to partner with MDPLS. The County continues to work
with the university on this partnership.

e Miami Dade College - In addition, we are exploring opportunities to collaborate with Miami Dade
College.

e Miami Dade Public Schools - Additionally, MDPLS has had discussions with Miami-Dade Public
Schools to develop additional partnerships. The School Board’s established tuition rates for adult
and community education classes will not provide for an opportunity to partner with MDPLS at this
time.
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The County is pleased to have established its partnership with Florida International University and will
continue working with all of the above entities to finalize additional partnerships that will allow us to
provide free language classes at multiple MDPLS locations throughout the County.

Per ordinance 14-65, this memorandum will be placed on the next available Board of County
Commissioners meeting agenda.

RESOLUTION AFFIRMING MIAMI-DADE COUNTY’S
SUPPORT OF PROVIDING OPPORTUNITIES FOR ITS
RESIDENTS TO LEARN'AND IMPROVE SPANISH, CREOLE
AND ENGLISH LANGUAGES AT NO COST TO SUCH
RESIDENTS; AUTHORIZING THE USE OF SPACE AT ALL
THE COUNTY’S REGIONAL AND SUB-REGIONAL

- LIBRARY BRANCHES TO HOLD AT LEAST WEEKLY
CLASSES FOR TEACHING SUCH SPANISH, CREOLE AND

- ENGLISH CLASSES IN THE EVENING HOURS CONSISTENT
WITH EXISTING LIBRARY HOURS; DIRECTING THE
COUNTY MAYOR OR THE COUNTY MAYOR’S DESIGNEE
TO SEEK VOLUNTEERS AND TO WORK WITH ALL
UNIVERSITIES AND COLLEGES IN MIAMI-DADE COUNTY
AND THE MIAMI-DADE COUNTY PUBLIC SCHOOL
SYSTEM TO PROVIDE INSTRUCTORS FOR SUCH CLASSES
AT NO COST TO THE COUNTY

WHEREAS, the Spanish, Creole and English languages are deeply rooted in the
historical and current culture of Miami-Dade County (the “County”); and

WHEREAS, this Board finds it in the best interest of the County to provide as many
opportunities for the education of its adult and minor residents to learn the Spanish, Creole or
English languages; and

WHEREAS, the universities and colleges located in Miami-Dade County as well as the
Miami-Dade County Public School System (“Miami-Dade County Educational Institutions”)
employ instructors to teach, among other things, written and spoken Spanish, Creole and English
to their respective enrolled students, and, in in the case of universities and colleges, to members
of tﬁe general public for a tuition and/or fee; and

WHEREAS, there may be other individuals in the County qualified to teach Spanish,

Creole and English language classes who teach spoken and written Spanish, Creole and English

for a fee; and

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WHEREAS, many residents of the County are unable to afford the tuition and/or fee to
,attend the Spanish, Creole and English classes offered by universities, colleges or private
individuals; and

WHERKEAS, this Board finds it is within the mission and purpose of the Miami-Dade
Public Library System (the “Library Department”) to educate County residents in learning and
improving knowledge of the Spanish, Creole and English languages, and further finds it in the
best interest of the County for the Library Department to provide Spanish, Creole and English
language classes at no charge to the residents of the County,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY
COMMISSIONERS OF MIAMI-DADE COUNTY, FLORIDA, that:

Section 1. This Board affirms the matters contained in the foregoing recitals which
are hereby incorporated in this resolution by reference and are hereby approved.

Section 2. This Board affirms the County’s commitment to the education of its minor
and adult residents in the leatning and improvement of knowledge of the Spanish, Creole and
English languages and finds it within the scope of the Library Department’s purpose and mission
to provide such education.

Section 3. This Board directs the County Mayor or the County Mayor’s designee to
make space available at all regional and sub-regional library branches (the West Dade, West
Kendall, South Dade, North Dade, and Miami Beach regional branches and the Coral Gables and
Northeast Dade — Aventura sub-regional branches) after 5:00 p.m. on weekdays at least once per
week for at least one hour per session, but within such libraries’ normal operating hours, with
such classes to be offered on different days at each of the regional and sub-regional libraries so
as to maximize the availability of such classes. Such classes shall be for the instruction and

education of both minor and adult residents in the learning and improvement of knowledge in the

s
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proper speaking, reading and writing of the Spanish, Creole and English languages (“Language
ICIasses”).

Sectiond.  This Board directs the County Mayor or the County Mayor’s designee to
actively work to recruit qualified volunteers within the community to teach such Language
Classes, including, but not limited to, volunteers who currently are Spanish, Creole or English
instructors at Miami-Dade County Educational Institutions. The County Mayor or the County
Mayor’s designee shall use, among other thingé, the County’s existing media platforms including
the County’s website and social network sites, to promote such recruitment.

Section 5. This Board further directs the County Mayor or the County Mayor’s
designee to work with the Miami-Dade County Educational Institutions to obtain the services of
instructors from such institutions at no cost to the County and to comply with the County’s
requirements for criminal background checks for such instructors, with the cost of the criminal
background checks being paid by the volunteering instructor or, alternatively, by any Miami-
Dade County Educational Institution offering the services of such instructor.

The Prime Sponsor of the foregoing resolution is Senator Javier D. Souto, and the Co-
Sponsors are Commissioner Audrey M. Edmonson, Commissioner Sally A. Heyman and
Commissioner Rebeca Sosa. It was offered by Commissioner ~ Sally A. Heyman
who moved its adoption. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Rebeca Sosa

and upon being put to a vote, the vote was as follows:
