INTRODUCTION

This report contains the revised recommendations of the Miami-Dade County Department of
Planning and Zoning (DP&Z) on the six pending April 2009-cycle applications requesting
amendments to the Miami-Dade County Comprehensive Development Master Plan (CDMP). The
Applicants withdrew Application Nos. 1 (letter dated August 5, 2009) and 2 (letter dated August 31,
2009). On December 1, 2009, the Board voted to adopt the CIE Application No. 7 (Ordinance No.
09-106) under an expedited process permitted by Section 163.3177(3)(b)2, Florida Statutes.

Previous Actions
