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2.1 PURPOSE 

 
The purpose of this solicitation is to establish a contract for the purchase of vehicle 
exterior and interior reconditioning and/or interior repair or replacement services to 
include, but not be limited to: upholstery repair/replacement, carpet, headliner, door 
panel, rear deck, dashboard, and repair of seats.  Automotive exterior and interior 
reconditioning services shall be performed as required at a Miami-Dade County 
facility or at the vendor’s facility.  Routine exterior and interior cleaning services will 
not be required and shall not be performed under this contract.  

 
2.2 SMALL BUSINESS CONTRACT MEASURES FOR SOLICITATI ONS GREATER 

THAN $50,000 (Bid Preference)  
 
A Small Business Enterprise (SBE) bid preference applies to this solicitation. 
 
A 10% percent bid preference shall apply to contracts $1 million or less and 5% 
percent on contracts greater than $1 million. A SBE/Micro Business Enterprise must 
be certified by the Department of Small Business Development (SBD) for the type of 
goods and/or services the Enterprise provides in accordance with the applicable 
Commodity Code(s) for this solicitation. For certification information, contact the 
Department of Small Business Development at 305-375-3111 or access 
www.miamidade.gov/dbd. 
 
The SBE/Micro Business Enterprise must be certified by bid submission deadline, at 
contract award and for the duration of the contract to remain eligible for the 
preference. 

 
2.3 PRE-BID CONFERENCE INTENTIONALLY OMITTED  
 
2.4 TERM OF CONTRACT FIVE (5) YEARS WITH PRICE ADJUSTME NTS 
 

The initial contract resultant from this solicitation shall prevail for a five (5) year 
period from this contract’s initial effective date, with adjustment to pricing (see 
section 2.0 paragraph 2.7).  Prior to, or upon completion, of that initial term, the 
County shall have the option to renew this contract for an additional five (5) year 
period.  The vendor shall maintain, for the entirety of the stated additional period, the 
same terms, and conditions included within the originally awarded contract.   
 
Continuation of the contract beyond the initial period, and any option subsequently 
exercised, is a County prerogative, and not a right of the vendor.   
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This prerogative may be exercised only when such continuation is clearly in the best 
interest of the County. Should the vendor decline the County's right to exercise the 
option period, the County will consider the vendor in default which decision shall 
effect that vendor’s eligibility for future contracts. 

 
2.5 OPTION TO RENEW FOR FIVE YEARS 

 
The initial contract prices resultant from this solicitation shall prevail for a one (1) 
year period from the contract’s initial effective date.  Prior to, or upon completion, of 
that initial term, the County shall have the option to renew this contract for an 
additional five (5) year(s) period on a year-to-year basis with price adjustments as 
per Section 2, paragraph 2.7 of this solicitation.   
 

2.6 METHOD OF AWARD 
 
Group (A) and (B) To multiple vendors in the aggregate  
(Automotive Exterior and Interior Reconditioning Services) 
  
Group (A) = Services on County site 
Group (B) = Services off County site 
 
Group (C) Pre-Qualification of Vendors for Subsequent Spot Market Purchases 
(Vehicle Interior Repair and Refurbishment Services) 
 
MININUM REQUIREMENTS FOR (GROUPS  A, B AND C)  
 
Award of this contract will be made on a group by group basis to all responsive and 
responsible vendor(s) who meet or exceed the minimum qualifications as listed 
below for all groups: 
 
Vendors shall have a minimum of two (2) years experience, performing automotive 
exterior/interior repair, reconditioning, refurbishment and/or replacement services as 
specified in Section 2, paragraphs 2.6.1 and 2.6.2 of this solicitation.  

 
Vendors shall provide the following: 

 
A) A copy of their Articles of Incorporation indicating that the company has been 

in business for a minimum of two (2) years.  If the vendor is not incorporated, 
the names, addresses and contact details of three (3) references shall be 
provided who can verify that the vendors business has been in operation the 
minimum number of years required. 
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B) Vendor(s) shall be equipped with modern office equipment, especially a 
dedicated facsimile (FAX) machine and an e-mail address. Both resources 
must be available to provide immediate support and expedite quotations. This 
facility shall be staffed by representative’s who can be contacted Monday thru 
Friday from 8:00 AM to 5:00 PM for quotations. 

 
C) Vendor(s) shall own or lease a fully equipped office/warehouse, within the 

geographic boundaries of Miami-Dade and/or Broward.  Vendor(s) shall 
provide a copy of their Local Business Tax Certificate as proof. 

 
 

2.6.1 GROUP (A) AND (B)  
 
AUTOMOTIVE EXTERIOR AND INTERIOR RECONDITIONING SERVICES  
 
Award of Group (A) and Group (B) will be made to the two responsive, responsible 
vendors who submit an offer on all items listed within each group, and whose offer 
represents the lowest price when all items in each group are added in the aggregate.   
 
If a vendor fails to submit an offer on all items within each group, its overall offer for 
that group may be rejected.   
 
While the award will be made to the two (2) lowest vendors in the aggregate to 
assure availability, the lowest priced vendor in the aggregate will be the primary 
vendor and shall have the initial responsibility to perform under this contract.  Award 
to two (2) vendors is made for the convenience of the County and does not exempt 
the primary vendor from fulfilling its contractual obligations. The secondary vendor 
has the responsibility to perform the work under this contract if the primary vendor 
cannot for any reason perform the work outlined in this solicitation. 
 
Failure to perform as noted may result in the vendors being deemed in breach of 
contract. The County may terminate the contract for default and charge the vendors 
re-procurement costs, if applicable. 
 
Notwithstanding the aforementioned Method of Award, the County, in its best 
interest, may avail itself of any or all provisions stated in Section 1.5, Award of Bid 
Solicitation. 
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2.6.2 GROUP (C) SPOT MARKET PURCHASES  

 
VEHICLE INTERIOR REPAIR AND REFURBISHMENT SERVICES   
 
Award of Group (C) will be made to all responsive, responsible vendors who meet 
the minimum qualifications set forth in this solicitation. Vendors shall have a 
minimum of two (2) years experience performing automotive interior repair and/or 
refurbishment services, to include replacing vehicle interior components such as 
headliners, door panel repair/ replacements, rear deck material repair/replacement, 
dashboard repair/replacement, repair of seating material covering and/or complete 
replacement of seating material to include the possible replacement of the 
underlying seat foams and structural repairs to seat frames and adjustment 
mechanisms, and other related services.  

 
These vendors shall then be deemed to be pre-qualified to participate in subsequent 
spot market purchases as required by the County either on an as needed or on a 
periodic basis.  When such spot market purchases are initiated, the pre-qualified 
vendors shall be invited to offer a fixed price for a specific individual purchase.  The 
vendor offering the lowest fixed price shall be awarded for the specific purchase.   
 
The time for completion of work may be considered a factor in determining the 
vendor of a request for quotation (RFQ).  The award to one vendor for a specific or 
individual action does not preclude the remaining pre-qualified vendors from 
submitting spot market offers for other specific purchases. 

  
It shall be the sole prerogative of the County as to the number of vendors who will be 
initially included in Group C under this contract.  During the term of this contract, the 
County reserves the right to add or delete vendors, as it deems necessary in its best 
interests.   
 
If the County elects to add vendors, they must meet the same minimum 
qualifications established for the original competition. 

  
2.7 PRICES SHALL BE FIXED AND FIRM WITH PRICE ADJUS TMENTS 

 
GROUP (A) AND (B)   
 
Vendors’ prices shall remain fixed and firm for a period of no less than one (1) year 
from the time of contract commencement.  After this period, vendors shall have the 
option to submit price adjustments on each contract anniversary date.  
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Prior to, or upon completion, of the contract anniversary date, the County may 
consider an adjustment to price based on changes in the following pricing index: 
Consumer Price Index (CPI), for All Urban Consumers, All Items, in the Miami-Ft. 
Lauderdale Area.    
 
It is the vendor’s responsibility to request any pricing adjustment under this 
provision.  For any adjustment to commence on the first day of the contract 
anniversary date, the vendor’s request for adjustment shall be submitted 90 days 
prior to expiration of the then current contract term.  The vendor adjustment request 
should not be in excess of the relevant pricing index change.  If no adjustment 
request is received from the vendor, the County will assume that the vendor has 
agreed that the next contract term may be exercised without pricing adjustment.  
Any adjustment request received after the commencement of a new contract term 
may not be considered. 
 
The County reserves the right to negotiate lower pricing for the additional  term (s) 
based on market research information or other factors that influence price.  The 
County reserves the right to apply any reduction in pricing for the additional  term (s) 
based on the downward movement of the applicable index. 
 
The County reserves the right to reject any price adjustments submitted by the 
vendor and/or to not exercise any otherwise available term (s) based on such price 
adjustments.   
 
Continuation of the contract beyond the initial period is a County prerogative, and 
not a right of the vendor.  This prerogative will be exercised only when such 
continuation is clearly in the best interest of the County. 
 
Should the vendor decline the County’s right to exercise the optional periods, the 
County may consider the vendor in default which decision may effect that vendor’s 
eligibility for future contracts.

2.11 INDEMNIFICATION AND INSURANCE (1) - GENERAL SE RVICE AND 

MAINTENANCE CONTRACT  
 

Provider shall indemnify and hold harmless the County and its officers, employees, 
agents and instrumentalities from any and all liability, losses or damages, including 
attorneys’ fees and costs of defense, which the County or its officers, employees, 
agents or instrumentalities may incur as a result of claims, demands, suits, causes 
of actions or proceedings of any kind or nature arising out of, relating to or resulting 
from the performance of this Agreement by the Provider or its employees, agents, 
servants, partners principals or subcontractors. Provider shall pay all claims and 
losses in connection therewith and shall investigate and defend all claims, suits or 
actions of any kind or nature in the name of the County, where applicable, including 
appellate proceedings, and shall pay all costs, judgments, and attorney’s fees which 
may issue thereon. Provider expressly understands and agrees that any insurance 
protection required by this Agreement or otherwise provided by Provider shall in no 
way limit the responsibility to indemnify, keep and save harmless and defend the 
County or its officers, employees, agents and instrumentalities as herein provided. 
 
The vendor shall furnish to the Vendor Assistance Section, Department of 
Procurement Management, Administration Division, 111 NW 1st Street, Suite 1300, 
Miami, Florida 33128, Certificate(s) of Insurance which indicate that insurance 
coverage has been obtained which meets the requirements as outlined below: 

 
A. Worker’s Compensation Insurance for all employees of the vendor as 

required by Florida Statute 440. 
 

B. General Liability Insurance on a comprehensive basis in an amount not 
less than $300,000 combined single limit per occurrence for bodily 
injury and property damage. Miami-Dade County must be shown as an 
additional insured with respect to this coverage. 

 
C. Automobile Liability Insurance covering all owned, non-owned and 

hired vehicles used in connection with the work, in an amount not less 
than $300,000 combined single limit per occurrence for bodily injury 
and property damage. 

 
All insurance policies required above shall be issued by companies authorized to do 
business under the laws of the State of Florida, with the following qualifications: 
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The company must be rated no less than “B” as to management, and 
no less than “Class V” as to financial strength, by the latest edition of 
Best’s Insurance Guide, published by A.M. Best Company, Oldwick, 
New Jersey, or its equivalent, subject to the approval of the County 
Risk Management Division.

The company must hold a valid Florida Certificate of Authority as 
shown in the latest “List of All Insurance Companies Authorized or 
Approved to Do Business in Florida” issued by the State of Florida 
Department of Insurance and are members of the Florida Guaranty 
Fund. 

 
Certificates will indicate no modification or change in insurance shall be made 
without thirty (30) days in advance notice to the certificate holder.

Compliance with the foregoing requirements shall not relieve the vendor of his 
liability and obligation under this section or under any other section of this 
agreement. 

 
The vendor shall submit a certificate of insurance within ten (10) business days after 
notification of recommendation to award. If certificate does not include the 
coverage’s outlined in the terms and conditions of this solicitation, the vendor shall 
be given an additional five (5) business days to submit a corrected certificate to the 
County. Failure of the vendor to provide the required certificate of insurance within 
fifteen (15) business days may result in the vendor being deemed non-responsible 
and the issuance of a new award recommendation. The vendor shall be responsible 
for assuring that the insurance certificate required in conjunction with this Section 
remain in force for the duration of the contractual period; including any and all option 
years that may be granted to the vendor in accordance with Section 2.5 of this 
solicitation.  
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If insurance certificates are scheduled to expire during the contractual period, the 
vendor shall be responsible for submitting new or renewed insurance certificates to 
the County at a minimum of thirty (30) calendar days in advance of such expiration.  
 
In the event that expired certificates are not replaced with new or renewed 
certificates which cover the contractual period, the County shall suspend the 
contract until such time as the new or renewed certificates are received by the 
County in the manner prescribed in the solicitation; provided, however, that this 
suspended period does not exceed thirty (30) calendar days. If such suspension 
exceeds thirty (30) calendars days, the County may, at its sole discretion, terminate 
this contract for cause and seek re-procurement damages from the vendor in 
accordance with Section 1.23 of this solicitation.

Vendor(s) shall submit an invoice(s) at the time of completion of each work 
order or delivery.  Invoices shall be to the attention of the shop facility 
supervisor, which assigned the work order or ordered the products and 
services. 

       
GSA has the technology to receive electronic invoices in each facility.  
Electronic invoice, though not a requirement, is the preferred method for 
billing. The electronic invoice must contain the same information as described 
in this Section 2.15. Vendors are encouraged to work with the Administrative 
Management Office to set up electronic billing with the County. 

 
B.     OTHER COUNTY AGENCIES  

 
The vendor(s) shall submit an invoice(s) to the County user department(s) 
after purchase has been completed, whether the specific item(s) were picked 
up by authorized County personnel or delivered to the site by the vendor.  
 
In addition to the general invoice requirements set forth below, the invoices 
shall reference the corresponding delivery ticket number or packing slip  
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number that was signed by an authorized representative of the County user 
department at the time the items were delivered and accepted.

Under no circumstances shall the invoices be 
submitted to the County in advance of the delivery and acceptance of the 
items.

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2.16 SHIPPING TERMS 
 

Unless otherwise specified in the bid solicitation, prices quoted shall be F.O.B. 
Destination.  Freight shall be included in the proposed prices. 

 
2.17 DELIVERY REQUIREMENTS 
 

The vendor shall make deliveries or complete work within five (5) calendar days after 
the date of the order.  All deliveries shall be made in accordance with good 
commercial practice and all required delivery timeframes shall be adhered to by the 
vendor(s); except in such cases where the delivery will be delayed due to acts of 
nature, strikes, or other causes beyond the control of the vendor.  In these cases, 
the vendor shall notify the County of the delays in advance of the original delivery 
date so that the County can appropriately consider a revised delivery schedule.  
 
Should the vendor(s) to whom the contract(s) is awarded fail to deliver in the number 
of days stated above, the County reserves the right to cancel the contract on a 
default basis after any back order period that has been specified in this contract has 
lapsed.   
 
If the contract is so terminated, it is hereby understood and agreed that the County 
has the authority to purchase the goods elsewhere and to charge the incumbent 
vendor with any re-procurement costs.  If the vendor fails to honor these re-pro-
curement costs, the County may terminate the contract for default.  
 
Certain County employees may be authorized in writing to pick-up materials under 
this contract.   Vendors shall require presentation of this written authorization.  The 
vendor shall maintain a copy of the authorization.  If the vendor is in doubt about any 
aspect of material pick-up, vendor shall contact the appropriate user department to 
confirm the authorization. 

 
A. PACKING SLIP/DELIVERY TICKET TO ACCOMPANY ITEMS DURING   

DELIVERY AND SHIPPING 
 

Vendor(s) shall enclose a complete packing slip or delivery ticket with any 
items to be delivered in conjunction with this bid solicitation.  The packing slip 
shall be attached to the shipping carton(s), which contain the items and shall 
be made available to the County's authorized representative during delivery.  
The packing slip or delivery ticket shall include, at a minimum, the following 
information: purchase order number; date of order; a complete listing of items 
being delivered.

2.19 WARRANTY REQUIREMENTS 
 

A. Type of Warranty Coverage Required for Products Purchased 
 

In addition to all other warranties that may be supplied by the vendor, and/or 
the manufacturer the vendor shall warrant its product, repairs and/or service 
against faulty labor and/or defective material for a minimum period of 180 
calendar days after the date of acceptance of the labor, materials, installation 
and/or equipment by the County. This warranty requirement shall remain in 
force for the full period identified above regardless of whether the vendor is 
under contract with the County at the time of defect.  Any payment by the 
County on behalf of the goods or services received from the vendor does not 
constitute a waiver of these warranty provisions. 

  
B. Correcting Defects Covered Under Warranty 

 
Vendor(s) shall be responsible for promptly correcting any deficiency, at no  
cost to the County, within twenty-four (24) hours after the County notifies the 
vendor of such deficiency in writing.   
 

C.  Materials Shall Be New and Warranted Against Defects  
 

The vendor shall, in addition to all other warranties be responsible for faulty 
labor and defective material and equipment within a period of 180 calendar 
days after date of acceptance of the labor, material and/or equipment by the 
County.  The vendor shall promptly correct these deficiencies, without cost to 
the County, within seven calendar days after the County notifies the vendor of 
such deficiencies in writing.  Payment in full for the work does not constitute a 
waiver of guarantee. 
 
If the vendor fails to honor the warranty and/or fails to correct or replace the 
defective work or items within the period specified, the County may, at its 
discretion, notify the vendor, in writing, that the vendor may be debarred as a 
County vendor and/or subject to contractual default if the corrections or 
replacements are not completed to the satisfaction of the County within ten 
(7) calendar days of receipt of the notice.  If the vendor fails to satisfy the 
warranty within the period specified in the notice, the County may procure the 
products or services from another vendor and charge the vendor for any 
additional costs that are incurred by the County.

2.21 COUNTY USER ACCESS PROGRAM (UAP)  
 

Pursuant to Miami-Dade County Budget Ordinance No. 03-192, this contract is 
subject to a user access fee under the County User Access Program (UAP) in the 
amount of two percent (2%). All sales resulting from this contract, or any contract 
resulting from this solicitation and the utilization of the County contract price and the 
terms and conditions identified herein, are subject to the two percent (2%) UAP. 
 
This fee applies to all contract usage whether by County Departments or by any 
other governmental, quasi-governmental or not-for-profit entity.  
 
The vendor providing goods or services under this contract shall invoice the contract 
price and shall accept as payment thereof the contract price less the 2% UAP as full 
and complete payment for the goods and/or services specified on the invoice.
