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[bookmark: _GoBack]SECTION 2 – SPECIAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS
2.0	PURPOSE
This Request to Qualify (RTQ) will establish a pool of qualified Submitters capable of providing and installing turn- key air quality monitoring shelters for the County.  Entry into the pre-qualification pool is not a contract between Miami-Dade County and any member of the pool, but rather is an acknowledgement that the pool member satisfies the pre-qualification criteria set forth below for membership in the pool.  Pre-qualified Submitters will be invited to participate in future spot market competitions. The pool shall remain open for the term of the RTQ, enabling Submitters to qualify at any time after the initial RTQ opening date.
2.1	DEFINITIONS
Submitter: shall refer to anyone responding to this Request to Qualify
Submittal: shall refer to the form submitted in response to this Request to Qualify
2.2	TERM 
The pre-qualification pool will begin on the first calendar day of the month succeeding approval by the Board of County Commissioners, or designee, unless otherwise stipulated in the Notice of Award Letter which is distributed by the County's Internal Services Department, Procurement Management Services Division, and contingent upon the completion and submittal of all required RFQ documents. The pre-qualification pool shall expire on the last day of the last month of the eight (8) year period.
2.3	QUALIFICATION CRITERIA
	Submitters that meet the following qualifications will be placed on a list for participation in future spot market competitions.
A. Submitters shall be regularly engaged in the manufacturing and installation of air monitoring shelters. Submitters shall have been in the business of manufacturing air monitoring shelters.

Submitters shall provide as proof of the following: 

1. Three (3) references who can confirm that the Submitter has successfully manufactured and installed air quality monitoring shelters.

2. A copy of one of the following:

· Miami- Dade County General Contractor
· Miami-Dade County General Engineering Contractor
· State of Florida General Contractor
Submitters shall provide all of the qualifying documents with their submittal form. However, the County may, at its sole discretion and in its best interests, allow Submitters to supplement submitted documents in order to satisfy the qualification criteria. It shall be the sole prerogative of the County to determine the number of Submitters who will be included under the pre-qualification pool

2.4	INSURANCE 	Comment by Erin Gore-Morris: Input from Insurance
 
Submitters are not required to provide proof of insurance to be considered for this pre-qualification.  If any subsequent Request for Quote (RFQ) is issued, it will detail all insurance requirements.

2.7	PROTECTION AND CLEAN-UP 
	
	The pre-qualified Submitters of the RTQ shall conform to all applicable OSHA, state and local occupants of the County and the general public in and around the work area. Bidders shall insure County property is protected from damage and defacement resulting from the awarded Bidder’s activities. Any such damage shall be corrected by the awarded Bidder at the Bidder’s sole expense. Prior to payment of the final invoice, all correction shall be inspected by the County’s authorized representative.
	
All unusable materials and debris shall be removed from the premises at the end of each workday, and disposed of in an appropriate manner. Upon final completion, the awarded Bidder shall thoroughly clean up all areas where work has been involved. Bidder’s materials equipment and tools which are not in use shall be stored in a secure location supplied by the awarded Bidder.
2.8	WORK ACCEPTANCE 

Project(s) will be inspected by an authorized representative of the County. This inspection shall be performed to determine the acceptance of work, appropriate invoicing, and warranty conditions.
