2. ProArmor" Synthetic Roof Underlayment shall be installed as follows: Apply a strip of underlayment
for the first course that is half the width of a full sheet parallel to and starting at the eaves, fastened
sufficiently to hold in place. Starting at the eave, apply a full sheet of underlayment for the second
course. Apply the third course of underlayment overlapping the second course half the width of a full
sheet plus 2 inches. Overlap all successive courses half the width of a full sheet plus 1 inch. End laps
shall be 6 inches (152 mm) and shall be offset by 6 feet.

6" o.c. at overlap and one row fastened 12" o.c. in the field of the roll. Minimum 12" vertical laps
shall be fastened with approved nails and tin-caps, spaced 4" from the edge.
