TERMS AND CONDITIONS

Term of contract: five (5) years

This contract shall commence on the first calendar day of the month succeeding approval of the contract by
the Board of County Commissioners, or designee, unless otherwise stipulated in the Notice of Award Letter
which is distributed by the County's Department of Procurement Management, and contingent upon the
completion and submittal of all required bid documents. The contract shall expire on the last day of the last
month of the contract term.

The prices proposed by the vendor shall remain fixed for one-year. After the initial one-year period, and
each subsequent one-year period the awarded vendor may submit a price adjustment to the County based
on changes in the following pricing index: Producer Price Index (PPl) Series PCU325120325120
Industrial Gas Manufacturing.

It is the vendor’s responsibility to request any pricing adjustment under this provision. For any adjustment
to commence on the first day of any exercised option period, the vendor’s request for adjustment should be
submitted 90 days prior to expiration of the then current contract term. The vendor adjustment request
should not be in excess of the relevant pricing index change. If no adjustment request is received from the
vendor, the County will assume that the vendor has agreed that the optional term may be exercised without
pricing adjustment. Any adjustment request received after the commencement of a new option period may
not be considered.

The County reserves the right to reject any price adjustments submitted by the vendor and/or to not
exercise any otherwise available option period based on such price adjustments. Continuation of the
contract beyond the initial period, and any option subsequently exercised, is a County prerogative, and not
a right of the vendor.

Provider shall indemnify and hold harmless the County and its officers, employees, agents and
instrumentalities from any and all liability, losses or damages, including attorneys’ fees and costs of
defense, which the County or its officers, employees, agents or instrumentalities may incur as a result of
claims, demands, suits, causes of actions or proceedings of any kind or nature arising out of, relating to or
resulting from the performance of this Agreement by the Provider or its employees, agents, servants,
partners principals or subcontractors.

Bidders are advised that this contract is subject to all legal requirements contained in the County’s Administrative
Order 3-38 and all other applicable County Ordinances and/or State and Federal Statutes. Where conflicts exist
between this bid solicitation and these legal requirements, the higher authority shall prevail.

The award of this bid solicitation is subject to County Ordinance No. 01-21 which, except where Federal or State
law mandates to the contrary, allow preference to be given to a local business. For the purposes of the applicability
of this Ordinance, “local business” means the bidder, as of the date of the bid opening, has a valid occupational
license issued by Miami-Dade County to do business in Miami-Dade County, that authorizes the bidder to provide
the goods, services or construction to be purchased, and has a physical business address located within the limits
of Miami-Dade County from which the vendor operates or performs business. A Post Office Box cannot be used to

When a responsive, responsible non-local business submits the lowest price bid, and the bid submittal by one or
more responsive, responsible local businesses is within 10% of the price submitted by the non-local business, then
the non-local business and each of the aforementioned local businesses shall have the opportunity to submit a best
and final bid equal to or lower than the amount of the low bid previously submitted by the non-local business.

COUNTY USER ACCESS PROGRAM (UAP)

User Access Fee

Pursuant to Miami-Dade County Budget Ordinance No. 03-192, this contract is subject to a user access fee under
the County User Access Program (UAP) in the amount of two percent (2%). All sales resulting from this contract, or
any contract resulting from this solicitation and the utilization of the County contract price and the terms and
conditions identified herein, are subject to the two percent (2%) UAP. This fee applies to all contract usage whether
by County Departments or by any other governmental, quasi-governmental or not-for-profit entity.

The vendor providing goods or services under this contract shall invoice the contract price and shall accept as
payment thereof the contract price less the 2% UAP as full and complete payment for the goods and/or services
specified on the invoice. The County shall retain the 2% UAP for use by the County to help defray the cost of the
procurement program. Vendor participation in this invoice reduction portion of the UAP is mandatory.

Joint Purchase

Only those entities that have been approved by the County for participation in the County’s Joint Purchase and
'Entity Revenue Sharing Agreement are eligible to utilize or receive Miami-Dade County contract pricing and terms
and conditions. The County will provide to approved entities a UAP Participant Validation Number. The vendor must
obtain the participation number from the entity prior to filling any order placed pursuant to this section. Vendor
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participation in this joint purchase portion of the UAP, however, is voluntary. The vendor shall notify the ordering
entity, in writing, within 3 work days of receipt of an order, of a decision to decline the order.

For all ordering entities located outside the geographical boundaries of Miami-Dade County, the successful vendor
shall be entitled to ship goods on an “FOB Destination, Prepaid and Charged Back” basis. This allowance shall only
be made when expressly authorized by a representative of the ordering entity prior to shipping the goods.

Miami-Dade County shall have no liability to the vendor for the cost of any purchase made by an ordering entity
under the UAP and shall not be deemed to be a party thereto. All orders shall be placed directly by the ordering
entity with the vendor and shall be paid by the ordering entity less the 2% UAP.
