of a restaurant or other eating establishment, or (c) billiard rooms and pool halls.

To: "5. Limitation of Uses: The aforedescribed Property shall be limited and
restricted in its uses to those uses as may be permitted in the BU-1A zoning
classification as currently provided in Chapter 33 of the Code of Miami-Dade
County, Florida, and to a Pawn Broker in connection with an existing jewelry
store on the property, as would be permitted in the BU-3 zone, except that the
subject property or any structure built thereon shall not be used for any of the
following uses or activities: (a) video arcades, (b) pubs and bars, {except where
such use is permitted as an integral part of a restaurant or other eating
establishment, or (¢} billiard rooms and pool halls.

The purpose of requests #2 is to modify the declaration of restrictions on the site that
