1) Obtain a Certified Copy of the Final Order 

After receiving a copy of your Final Order by mail, you must obtain a certified copy from 
the Clerk of the Court and Comptroller, Miami-Dade County Code Enforcement Office.

2) Record the Certified Final Order 

You must file the certified copy of your Final Order with the County Recorder’s Office.

• Recording: $10.00 for the first page; $8.50 for each additional page 
• Copy: $1.00 per page 
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• Certification: $2.00 per document 
• Search Fee: $2.00 per name, per year 

The County Recorder’s Office accepts cash, credit/debit cards, and money orders or 
cashier’s checks. 

Important: Documents submitted by mail or in person must include a self-addressed 
stamped envelope. Documents submitted without one will not be processed. 

3) Notify Consumer Protection 

Once the Respondent satisfies the judgment—either by paying the amount due under the 
Final Order or another amount agreed upon by the Petitioner—you must notify Consumer 
and Neighborhood Protection Division. 

The Division will issue a Satisfaction of Judgment/Final Order upon receipt of the 
following: 

1. A notarized affidavit or other sworn document signed by the Petitioner attesting that 
the judgment has been satisfied; and 

2. Payment of all administrative fees due to the County from the Respondent in 
connection with the wage theft hearing.
