Daniella Levine Cava was elected Miami-Dade
County's first-ever woman mayor in November
2020 and re-elected in August 2024. She enters
the Mayor's Office following a 40-year career as a
relentless advocate for South Florida families. As
mayor, she oversees a metropolitan government of
approximately 23,000 employees, serves nearly 3
million residents, and manages an annual budget of
approximately $12 billion.

Mayor Levine Cava's administration is focused on
building a stronger, more prosperous, more resilient
Miami-Dade. She protected lives and livelihoods by
deploying a people-focused coronavirus pandemic
response. She is prioritizing reforms to keep our
county safe and free from gun violence through the
Peace and Prosperity Plan, reinvigorating a thriving
economy that delivers economic security and
welcomes new investment, tackling the housing crisis
by protecting tenants and building more affordable
housing, preserving our environment, including
Biscayne Bay and the Everglades, for generations to
come, connecting every corner of Miami-Dade with
the efficient and reliable public transit, and directly
engaging with residents to make county government
more transparent and accountable.

A social worker, lawyer, and community activist, she
wasfirst elected in 2014, and re-elected in August 2018,
to serve as the Miami-Dade County Commissioner
representing District 8. Previously, Levine Cava served
vulnerable children, families and immigrants at Legal
Services of Greater Miam and the Guardian Ad Litem
Program. In 1996, she founded Catalyst Miami to help
low- and middle-income families through service,
education, and advocacy, which she ran for nearly two
decades. With her husband, Dr. Robert Cava, a Miami
native and practicing physician, she is proud to have
raised two children, Eliza and Edward, in Miami-Dade.

Daniella Levine Cava foi eleita a primeira mulher
prefeita do Miami-Dade County em novembro de
2020 e reeleita em agosto de 2024. Ela chega ao
gabinete do prefeito apds uma carreira de 40 anos
como defensora implacavel das familias do sul da
Flérida. Como prefeita, ela supervisiona um governo
metropolitano de cerca de 23.000 funcionarios,
atende a quase 3 milhdes de residentes e gere um
orcamento anual de cerca de 12 bilhdes de dolares.

A administracao da Prefeita Levine Cava esta focada
na construgcdo de uma Miami-Dade mais forte, mais
préspera e mais resiliente. Ela protegeu vidas e
meios de subsisténcia por meio da implementagao
de uma resposta a pandemia de coronavirus focada
nas pessoas. Ela estd priorizando reformas para
manter nosso condado seguro e livre da violéncia
com armas de fogo por meio do Plano de Paz e
Prosperidade, reforcando uma economia préspera
gue oferece seguranga econdmica e acolhe novos
investimentos, enfrentando a crise habitacional
protegendo os inquilinos e construindo moradias
mais acessiveis, preservando nosso meio ambiente,

incluindo a Biscayne Bay e os Everglades, para as
proximas geracgdes, conectando todos os cantos
de Miami-Dade com o transporte publico eficiente
e confiavel e engajando-se diretamente com os
residentes para tornar o governo do condado mais
transparente e responsavel.

Assistente social, advogada e ativista comunitaria,
ela foi eleita pela primeira vez em 2014, e reeleita
em agosto de 2018, para atuar como Comissaria
do Miami-Dade County, representando o Distrito 8.
Anteriormente, Levine Cava prestou assisténcia a
criangas, familias e imigrantes vulneraveis no Legal
Services of Greater Miami e no Programa Guardian
Ad Litem. Em 1996, ela fundou a Catalyst Miami para
ajudar familias de baixa e média renda oferecendo
servicos, educacdo e defesa de direitos, que dirigiu
por quase duas décadas.

Brightline — A high-speed intercity passenger rail offering express service connecting Miami-Dade County to cities across the
state of Florida, including Aventura, Fort Lauderdale, Boca Raton, West Palm Beach, and Orlando.

Trolley Services - Several municipalities, including Miami and Coral Gables, provide free neighborhood trolley routes that
connect with Metrorail and Metrobus.

Visitors can easily access these services with Miami-Dade Transit's reloadable EASY Card or EASY Ticket, available at vending
machines at Miami International Airport (Central Terminal E — Arrivals) and at locations across the County. Plan your trip with
the Trip Planner or Transit Tracker apps for real-time updates; the Visitor Transit Guide provides detailed routes and tips for
exploring Miami car-free. Together, these systems ensure seamless connections to major destinations such as Downtown
Miami, MIA, PortMiami, beaches, cultural attractions, and business districts.
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MIRMI-DADE COUNTY - EM RESUMO

Espaco Aéreo: O Miami-Dade Aviation Department (MDAD) administra o Miami International Airport (MIA) e quatro aeroportos
de aviagdo geral. O MIA é o numero 1 nos EUA em frete internacional e o nUmero 2 em passageiros internacionais, com mais de
90 companhias aéreas que atendem a mais de 150 destinos diretos em 5 continentes, além de oferecer mais voos para a Ameérica
Latina e o Caribe do que qualquer outro aeroporto dos EUA.

Espaco Maritimo: Conhecida como a “Capital Mundial dos Cruzeiros”, PortMiami também é o “Portal de Cargas para as

Américas”. E o porto americano de dguas profundas mais préximo do Canal do Panama, conectando-se perfeitamente com a
América Latina, o Caribe, a Europa e a Asia. O Porto de Miami é o porto de contéineres de carga de aguas profundas nimero 1
da Fldrida, fazendo negdcios com 250 portos em 100 paises.

Espaco Terrestre e Transito: O Miami-Dade County possui um extenso sistema de rodovias, trens urbanos e um dos mais

avancados sistemas de trens de passageiros do pais, ligando os centros de emprego ao MIA e ao PortMiami. Em breve, o The
Underline se estendera como um parque linear de 10,5 milhas (17 km) e uma trilha urbana sob o Metrorail, ligando os bairros
de Downtown Miami a Dadeland com espacos verdes, ciclovias e conexdes para pedestres. Complementando esse esforgo, o
projeto da 1-395/SR 836/1-95 Signature Bridge modernizara o sistema rodoviario de Miami, aliviard o congestionamento e criara
uma nova e impressionante porta de entrada entre o centro da cidade, o aeroporto e as comunidades vizinhas.
