In order to better serve its more than 
2.3 million customers on a daily basis, 
the Miami-Dade Water and Sewer 
Department (WASD) must replace and 
upgrade its aging infrastructure. The 
average age of the department’s pipes is 
50 years old and there are actually water 
pipes still in service that were installed 
when President Calvin Coolidge was in 
office (1924). And like all things that age, 
parts wear down and must be replaced, 
such as cars, roads and even parts of 
the human body.

in the New Year – WASD can help!
If the holidays hit your pocketbook a 
little too hard and your New Year’s 
resolution includes streamlining 
your expenses – WASD can help 
you save money, as well as water.

Free Showerhead when you 
exchange your old one

If your bathroom 
fixtures have 
not been 
upgraded 

since 1996, 
the Miami-Dade Water and Sewer Department (WASD) will exchange 

your actual showerhead for a more streamlined, cost-effective High-Efficiency 
showerhead as well as provide you with a conservation kit for your home.

The shower is the second highest water user in the home, using up to 30 
percent of total household water. High efficiency showerheads being exchanged 

by WASD use only 1.5 gallons per minute, or 7.5 gallons for a 5-minute shower, 
reducing water demand by at least 50 percent.

Residential High Efficiency Toilet Rebate

Miami-Dade County Single-family residential property 
owners or tenants, as well as multi-family property 
owners can replace older-model toilets with High-
Efficiency models and receive a $50 rebate with the 
purchase and installation of a WaterSense-certified 
High-Efficiency toilet. To qualify, the residential 
property must have been built prior to 1996.

A high-efficiency toilet is defined as a toilet that uses 
just 1.28 gallons per flush (GPF) or less. Toilets installed 
prior to 1992 use from 3.5 to 6 GPF.  A household 
can save more than 4,000 gallons a year with a high-
efficiency toilet. A family of four will save more than $90 
per year in reduced water bills and $2,000 over the 
course of the toilet’s lifetime.
