What are the contest rules?

Students are invited to use their talents to
illustrate the importance of conserving water. Posters will be judged on
creativity, relevance to theme, legibility, and adherence to guidelines.
Posters containing computer-generated graphic, photographs,
collages, 3-D artwork or trademarked art will be disqualified;

o Artwork must be drawn horizontally (landscape) on 11”’x17” or smaller
white poster paper only. Any entry that exceeds these dimensions
will be disqualified,

e Students can use crayons, watercolors, poster paint, colored pencils,
or magic markers to create the artwork. Reflective materials, i.e. glitter,
gold stars, cotton balls, straw, magazine pictures or fabric glued to the art
are prohibited and will result in disqualification;

e Must depict the 2026 theme “Use Water Wisely, Don’t Waste It!”

¢ All entries must contain an official entry form. Part | is filled out by the
Teacher and Part |l is filled out, signed and dated by the student’s Parent
or Guardian. The completed entry form must be securely taped to the
back of the poster, with student name and school information facing
outward;

e Artwork should not be folded when mailed/submitted;

e Any form not signed by the Parent/Guardian will be disqualified,

e Posters submitted are NOT returned!
